Please sign-in upon arrival on our volunteer time sheet.  Keeping accurate records of volunteer hours often helps when we apply for various grants.  Thank you for your cooperation in this effort.
Health Code Kitchen Guidelines:  No tank tops or open toed shoes.

Erie City Mission Dress Code:  No torn or ripped jeans, sleeveless garments or midriffs,  no profane or inappropriate decals or logos on clothing.  We ask that all volunteers dress modestly.
Minimum youth age requirement:  15-17 must be accompanied by an adult.

· Youth must be under the direct supervision of an adult at all times.

· No one should go any where in mission alone.  Youth should use restrooms in pairs.  Youth should always be accompanied to restrooms or any other areas necessary for service by an adult.

· Youth or any adults should not use any kitchen equipment that they do not feel comfortable or confident using.

· Youth should clearly understand they are here to serve and a mature attitude and positive work ethic are expected.

The Erie City Mission serves approximately 200 people daily and relies significantly on their volunteer team.  If you cannot make this scheduled shift, please call the Mission at 452-4421 as early in advance as possible.
