As 
believers, we know that temptation comes our way in our own gardens of delight as well as 
the deserts of our lives. As Lent begins, our attention is drawn to that temptation within 
each of us to become like God—we want control, power, and answers to all of life’s 
difficult questions. As communities of faith, we are given this season of repentance so that 
we can join our hearts with others on the difficult journey of conversion. We look to God 
and to one another for strength against temptation.

From the Pastor’s Desk… 
 

To My Spiritual Family of Our Lady of Peace,  
“Repent and believe in the Gospel.”  Those were the 

words we heard as we received our ashes on our forehead this past 
Wednesday that started the season of Lent.  The ashes are a 
traditional symbol of repentance (recall Jonah and the people of 
Nineveh as well as King David showing their repentance by 
sackcloth and ashes) as well as a symbol of our mortality (recall the 
other option to say as we receive the ashes is “Remember you are 
dust and to dust you shall return”).  

Repentance is a major theme of Lent.  It is a turning away 
from sin and turning more fully towards God in our hearts and 
lives.  There is no more complete and effective way to repent for us 
as Catholics than to experience the Sacrament of Reconciliation.  
This Sacrament is so often misunderstood and instead of focusing 
on the concrete encounter with God’s love, mercy and freedom that 
it is, we tend to focus on the guilt and shame associated with our 
sin.  It is my hope and prayer that all of us at OLP would see the 
great gift that Confession is to us and make it a priority this Lent. 

In order to encourage you to receive this Sacrament, there 
will be extra times to go to Confession during Lent (in addition to 
our normal time of Saturday from 3:45-4:45pm)- Fridays from 6-
7pm; after Sunday morning Masses throughout Lent; 24 Hours for 
the Lord- Friday, March 17th from 9-10pm at St. Peter Cathedral; 
OLP Lenten Penance Service on Monday, April 3rd at 7pm.   

Also, please keep our second grade children and their 
families in your prayers this week as they prepare to receive this 
great Sacrament of Reconciliation for the first time on Saturday, 
March 11th.  They will be on retreat in the morning and then 
celebrate the sacrament at Noon.  And remember that this is not 
just a sacrament for the young, but for ALL children of God!  

May God bless our Lent and our week ahead!

**Paschal Candle Memorial The Paschal Candle, also called the 
Christ Candle or Easter Candle, is one of the great liturgical 
symbols we have in our church and represents Jesus as the Light of 
the World.  It is blessed at the great Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday 
Night and then leads the procession into the dark church as we 
start the celebration of Christ’s Resurrection.  We light our candles 
from it as a reminder that we first received the light of Christ on 
our Baptism and as the light spreads throughout the church we see 
a living manifestation of Christ’s light breaking the darkness of this 
world of sin.  The candle then takes a primary spot in the sanctuary 
throughout the Easter Season.  After the Easter Season, the Paschal 
Candle is placed next to the Baptismal Font where it is used for all 
baptisms and funerals throughout the year.  Every year the parish 
purchases a new paschal candle at the cost of $400-500.  If you 
would be interested in donating the candle in memory of a loved 
one, call the parish office and we can arrange the details.

An Italian dinner, in honor of St. Joseph’s Feast Day, will take place on 
Saturday, March 18th in the OLP Cafeteria from Noon until 8:00PM. 

Cost is:   $8.00 Adults     $5 Children 10 & Under 
 

Symbols of the Feast 
 One of the most important traditions is an altar to honor Saint Joseph. It should have three steps - a “stairway to heaven” 
- representing the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost. A large framed picture or statue of Saint Joseph should be the focal point 
centered on the altar. Lace tablecloths, representing the lace traditionally made by Sicilian mothers for their daughters’ marriage 
trousseaus, should cover the buffet and the altar. Votive candles should decorate all the tables. 
 Dried fava beans should be displayed and distributed to guests; it also customary to provide guests with a small gift of 
bread to take home. Guests are given a gift bag which should include: fava beans, a Saint Joseph’s prayer card, a small roll, and an 
orange, which is a symbol of good health and prosperity. 
 The Saint Joseph’s day bread is quite symbolic. Bread in Sicily is usually made with semolina and covered with sesame or 
poppy seeds. For the Saint Joseph’s feast, breads are made into different shapes: bread shaped like a hook symbolizes the walking-
staff (bastone) used by Joseph, which God made burst into bloom to prove to a nonbeliever that Joseph was a saint. The cross 
represents the death of Jesus, and the bread shaped like a crown represents the thorns on Jesus’ brow. 
 

St. Joseph, protector of families, pray for us!
