DO NO HARM 
 We listen quite a while before we get to the “punch line” of the first reading today: even 
though it would be an easy thing to do, David will not harm the anointed one of the Lord. We, of 
course, know that Jesus is the Messiah, the anointed one of God, but the Bible uses this term for 
many different people. It is scripture’s way of indicating who has been chosen by God for a special 
place and mission in salvation history. 
 In today’s Gospel, Jesus presents a greatly enlarged list of those who, as children of God, we 
should not harm, but love instead: our enemies, those who curse us or do us harm, those who owe 
us money, the ungrateful, the wicked. The point of Jesus’ teaching is not to encourage these kinds of 
behaviors in others, but rather to form us in the image of our heavenly Father by increasing our 
opportunities to love unconditionally, expecting no return; to be merciful and forgiving, even when it 
would be easier not to.

From the Pastor’s Desk… 
To my Spiritual Family of Our Lady of Peace- 

It is now time for our 2019 Catholic Services Appeal 
(CSA) and this is Promotion Weekend.  The theme is “Forward 
Together, with truth, with hope, with Christ.”  As an individual 
parish, we are called to support our diocese to help in its mission to 
evangelize, educate, serve, proclaim the Word and celebrate the 
sacraments. The CSA makes this important work possible. Please be 
assured that funding from the annual CSA is strictly designated for 
spending on the ministries and services coordinated through 
diocesan offices. No funds donated to the CSA have been or will be 
used to defray expenses related to the sexual abuse scandal. 

Also remember that every dollar raised over our 
assessment from the Diocese (this year is $165,000) stays in our 
parish to fund different projects. This year the project identified by 
our parish Properties Committee in conjunction with our Finance 
Council is a landscape plan for our entire OLP campus that will 
address beautification and storm water runoff. The estimated cost 
of this project is $57,000. In order to fund these projects our 
overall financial goal for CSA 2019 is $222,000. Below is a 
summary of the numbers for CSA 2019: 
Diocesan Assessment $165,000
Parish Projects- Campus Landscape Design       $57,000 
(Beautification and Storm Water Runoff)          
TOTAL Parish Goal for CSA 2019  $222,000 

You should have received a pledge envelope in your 
mailing but there will be envelopes available in the pews next 
weekend or you can pick one up in the parish office during the 
week. Please prayerfully consider your response this year. You can 
pay at once or consider making a pledge that can be paid over a 
ten month period. Commitment Sunday is next weekend- March 
2/3. You can respond this week or wait to make your gift on 
Commitment Sunday. 

If you are not able to financially support the CSA this 
year, please still consider a spiritual sacrifice of prayer and fasting.  
We all need to do our part and the spiritual “coverage” is essential 
as well. Please send in or drop off your pledge card whether or not 
you are making a financial pledge to let me know you received it 
and are invested in our spiritual family one way or the other. Know 
that I truly appreciate all the sacrifices you and your family make 
for our parish and Diocese.

**Paschal Candle Memorial  The Paschal Candle, also 
called the Christ Candle or Easter Candle, is one of the great 
liturgical symbols we have in our church and represents Jesus as the 
Light of the World. It is blessed at the great Easter Vigil on Holy 
Saturday Night and then leads the procession into the dark church 
as we start the celebration of Christ’s Resurrection. We light our 
candles from it as a reminder that we first received the light of 
Christ at our Baptism and as the light spreads throughout the 
church we see a living manifestation of Christ’s light breaking the 
darkness of this world of sin. The candle then takes a primary spot 
in the sanctuary throughout the Easter Season. After the Easter 
Season, the Paschal Candle is placed next to the Baptismal Font 
where it is used for all baptisms and funerals throughout the year. 
Every year the parish purchases a new paschal candle at the cost of 
$500. If you would be interested in donating the candle in memory 
of a loved one, call the parish office and we can arrange the details. 
*OLP Trip to Sight and Sound Theatre in Lancaster, PA for
Production of “Jesus” Our parish will take a pilgrimage to see 
the production of Jesus from June 12-14, 2019. Mark your 
calendars now for this 3 day, 2 night trip to see a NYC-style show 
at a fraction of the cost.
