THE INSIDE SHOWS

In this third Sunday of our reading from the Sermon on the Plain, Jesus speaks of the inner soul
and its outer expression. He uses images as he teaches. He addresses all of us.

Jesus sees a plumb line connecting the soul with the soul's expression-words and actions. He
uses exaggeration to drive home his point. We are urged to clear out the debris that blinds us. He
knows that we have an uncanny ability to be blind to our own weaknesses, though they be as big as
a board. He knows, too, how willingly we seem to ferret out others’ smallest speck-like flaws.

And this, too, is for our general consumption; solid old goodness and solid old badness will
show eventually. The old Latin saying, which echoes Jesus’ images, is true: “What is bred in the bone

From the Pastor’s Desk...
To my Spiritual Family of Our Lady of Peace-

This is an uncommon year that we have entered the
month of March and are not in the liturgical season of Lent yet
(last was 201 I). Recall that Easter is always the first full moon
after the March (vernal) Equinox (March 21). So this year Ash
Wednesday is this week, March 5™, Palm Sunday is April 14" and
Easter is April 21*. So there are three important activities at OLP
this week that help us transition from Ordinary Time to Lent.

First, we will have our annual Mardi Gras Dinner Party on
Tuesday, March 5™ at 6:00PM. | thank our Families Together
Ministry who organizes this every year. They have asked that
everyone bring a NON-dessert dish to share and the committee will
provide drinks and dessert. This is always a wonderful opportunity
for our parish family to just get together and hang out. There is no
program or agenda- just a meal and time together.

The second significant activity this week is the liturgical
beginning of Lent on Ash Wednesday. We will have Mass at 7am,
9am (school Mass), 12:10pm and 7pm. There is also a Ashes
Service with the liturgy of the word at 5:30pm (recall that Ash
Wednesday is not a holy day of obligation so Mass is not required).
Ash Wednesday is a day of fasting (one meal and no eating
between meals OR two small meals that do not equal the third
meal) and abstinence from meat. This is also the day that is good to
start our extra Lenten disciplines in the areas of prayer, fasting and
almsgiving so be praying about that which God is calling you, make
a plan and be ready to hit the ground running on Wednesday!

The third special activity that always starts this first week
of Lent is Stations of the Cross on Friday, March 8™ at 7pm in the
church. The Sacrament of Reconciliation will be available from 6-
7pm on Friday before Stations as well. Both of these spiritual
opportunities will continue on Fridays throughout the season of
Lent (including Good Friday on April 19").

It is a big week for us at OLP, let’s make the most of it!

And may God bless our Lenten Season ahead!
