STAND FIRM IN THE LORD 
 It is not hard to imagine, in this age of wars, evil groups bent on the destruction of humanity, 
and political follies, that the words of Saint Paul were so accurate, even for his time. It seems that 
the world never changes. Paul says, “Many . . . conduct themselves as enemies of the cross of Christ. 
Their end is their destruction . . . Their minds are occupied with earthly things” (Philippians 3:18, 19). 
The result is the destruction of innocent people and of the Earth itself. But Paul says to the 
Philippians, “our citizenship is in heaven, and from it we also await a savior, the Lord Jesus 
Christ” (3:20). He will “change our lowly body to conform with his glorified body” (3:21). Note that he 
says “body” rather than “bodies.” He is talking about the whole community of believers, who, 
following the example of Jesus and of Paul, will come into the glory of God. So “stand firm in the 
Lord” (4:1).

From the Pastor’s Desk… 
To my Spiritual Family of Our Lady of Peace- 

Happy St. Patrick’s Day and patronal feast of the Diocese 
of Erie! Since this is a special feast for our diocese, Bishop Persico 
has transferred the liturgical celebration to Monday, March 18th. So 
our 7am and 12:10pm Masses tomorrow will celebrate the Mass 
for St. Patrick and we will pray for renewal, healing and new life in 
our Diocesan Church of Erie in a special way this Monday. 
 This week we also celebrate the Feast of St. Joseph on 
Tuesday, March 19th. This is actually a solemnity and holy day of 
obligation for the universal church but not in the United States (all 
that to say it’s very important since St. Joseph is the patron saint 
of the entire universal Catholic Church!). So Tuesday we have a 
different schedule for Masses. There will be NO 7AM MASS. We 
will still have our 12:10PM Mass and our 2PM School Mass (Fr. 
Dan Hoffman- native son of OLP will be the guest celebrant). Then 
we will have a 6PM Mass followed by our St. Joseph Table in the 
cafeteria (which we have celebrated the last four years). Everyone is 
invited to bring a dish to share and drinks will be provided. Check 
out elsewhere in the bulletin for more information. 

At the end of the week, the Diocese of Erie will again 
celebrate “24 Hours for the Lord” on March 22-23 at St. Peter 
Cathedral, 230 W. 10th St., Erie. The event is an initiative of our 
Holy Father, Pope Francis, with an emphasis on adoration of the 
Blessed Sacrament and the sacrament of reconciliation. St. Peter 
Cathedral will be open for the whole 24 hours (starting with 
5:15PM Mass Friday to 4PM Saturday when Mass starts), with 
adoration and confession available during that time. Confessions 
will begin on Friday, March 22nd at 5:45PM, and continue until 
Saturday, March 23 at 3:30PM. For a complete program schedule, 
see elsewhere in the bulletin.

**Email Scams  I have received several calls from 
people who have “supposedly” received emails from me asking for 
gift cards and other donations to help those in need. They often 
copy someone familiar to both of us (for example- Cynthia) to give 
the appearance of authenticity. Please know that THEY ARE 
SCAMS. Do not comply to any requests without first speaking to 
me directly and thank you to those who brought it to my attention.  
In speaking to several other pastors in Erie, they have had similar 
situations so we are not the only parish dealing with this. Let me 
know if you have any questions on this. 
**The OLP Lenten Series “Into the Desert: A Lenten Study on 
Prayer” will continue March 26; April 2 and 9 at 6:30PM. We will 
not meet on March 19th since that is the St. Joseph Table. This is a 
great chance to reflect on our Lenten call to enter the desert with 
Jesus. Recall that it was his 40 days in the desert which prepared 
him for his public ministry and which is the inspiration and model of 
our season of Lent. See elsewhere in the bulletin for more details on 
this formation experience. 
**Stations of the Cross at OLP will be held at 7PM on Fridays of 
Lent in the church. The Sacrament of Reconciliation will be available 
from 6-7PM on Friday before Stations as well. Both of these 
spiritual opportunities will continue on Fridays throughout the 
season of Lent (including Good Friday on April 19th). 
**Annunciation Holy Hour of Eucharistic Adoration for the Poor 
 On Monday, March 25th, the Feast of the Annunciation, 
we will have a holy hour with Adoration at 7PM to intercede for 
the poor and to pray for our parish and all agencies that help and 
work with those in need. Members of our youth group will be in 
attendance to pray for the Young People Who Care Mission Trip 
this summer (June 23-28 in Frenchville, PA) as well. There is no 
better day to experience adoration of the Blessed Sacrament then 
on the day we celebrate the Word becoming flesh in the womb of 
Mary which occurred at the Annunciation. And we also know that 
we encounter Christ in a very real way in those who are poor and in 
need so this is great way to celebrate the Feast of the 
Annunciation! 
**2019 Catholic Services Appeal (CSA) Remember that 
every dollar raised over our assessment from the Diocese (this year 
is $165,000) stays in our parish to fund different projects. This 
year the project identified by our parish Properties Committee in 
conjunction with our Finance Council is a landscape plan for our 
entire OLP campus that will address beautification and storm water 
runoff. The estimated cost of this project is $57,000. In order to 
fund these projects our overall financial goal for CSA 2019 is 
$222,000. 

There will be envelopes available in the pews for a few 
more weeks or you can pick one up in the parish office during the 
week. Please prayerfully consider your response this year. Know 
that I truly appreciate all the sacrifices you and your family make 
for our parish and Diocese. 
**Do not forget to sign up for “MyParish App” which is a great 
resource for prayer and staying in tune with the parish, as well as 
FORMED, (olp.formed.org) the Catholic ONLINE version of ON 
DEMAND to which our parish has a subscription and therefore it is 
free to you! More information on how to sign up for both is 
elsewhere in the bulletin.

While Annet is happy to be away from the 
violence, life in Bidi Bidi is hard- especially for a young woman trying to raise her siblings. That’s why CRS is building 
houses for families like Annet’s. A place to call home means Annet can rest a little easier at night knowing her family is 
safe. While she wants to return to South Sudan, for now she knows that Bidi Bidi is the safer option. “My hope is to raise 
my siblings,” she says. “And I know I can do it with the help of CRS and my Catholic faith.”
