 On this Thirteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time, the readings describe anything but an ordinary time. 
They are disturbing and they leave us disturbed. The Old Testament reading recounts a young man’s 
radical break with the past to follow a new path. The Gospel describes how life as we know it is 
abruptly changed if we follow the call of Christ. The psalm and Paul assure us that such life-altering 
change is possible only because of the power of God’s love. We are presented with a stark choice. To 
love as God loves, we must leave our old lives behind. We must leave behind not just the bad, the 
selfish, and the evil but the ordinary, our daily work, and the important, our families, our lives. Loving 
as God loves requires a radical transformation, not a smooth transition.

From the Pastor’s Desk… 
To my Spiritual Family of Our Lady of Peace- 

As we approach the beginning of July, we prepare to 
celebrate several important days in the life of our country and 
church. Thursday, July 4th is our national holiday of Independence 
Day. I hope you will consider coming to Mass at 9am that day to 
thank God for the blessing of living in the United States of America 
and to pray for our country and her leaders. It also ends a 
significant two weeks for our US Catholic Church as we conclude 
our Fortnight for Freedom in which we pray for the protection of 
Religious Freedom in our country and for the establishment of that 
freedom in countries that do not recognize that most fundamental 
freedom (see below for more information on that). 

The last significant celebration at the beginning of July 
that I want to highlight is for the Diocese of Erie and more 
specifically for the Catholic Church of the city of Erie. That 
celebration is the 62nd Annual Carmelites of the Holy Family “Days 
of Prayer” from July 11-16. These days are selected because the 
Feast of Our Lady of Mount Carmel is July 16th. 

The daily schedule is as follows- 7:15AM Rosary and 
Divine Mercy Chaplet, 8:00AM Mass, 6:45PM Rosary and Divine 
Mercy Chaplet, 7:30PM Benediction and Exposition (not on July 
16) Confessions after morning conference and evening service or by 
appointment (not on July 16). Daily talks are being offered by 
priests of the diocese and I will be preaching the 8AM Mass on 
Monday, July 15th  and I am excited for that opportunity! 

We are extremely blessed to have this holy and devoted 
community of women right here in our city and this will be a great 
way to pray with them and learn more about them.

**Arrival of Fr. Mark Hoffman   Welcome to Fr. Mark as he 
started his assignment here at OLP as Parochial Vicar last week! 
Please make sure to give him a warm OLP welcome. Father Mark 
Hoffman is a native son of Our Lady of Peace Parish. He was born 
in Erie on July 6, 1959, the son of Edward and Rina (Amatangelo) 
Hoffman. He was baptized at Saint Paul Parish and lived in "little 
Italy" the first 9 years of his life, attending Saint Paul School thru 
3rd grade. In 1968 his family moved to Millcreek and joined Our 
Lady of Peace Parish. Father Hoffman is the eldest of three sons. 
His middle brother is Edward Jr., and his youngest is John. All three 
attended Our Lady of Peace Parish. Edward is now retired military, 
and John is employed at WTAE-TV in Pittsburgh. 
Father graduated from OLP School in 1973, Cathedral Preparatory 
School in 1977, and Gannon University in 1982. 
In 1984, Father Hoffman entered Saint Mark Seminary in Erie, in 
the fall of 1985, he entered Saint Vincent Seminary, Latrobe PA.  
He was ordained a transitional deacon on October 15, 1989. and  

a priest on April 27, 1990, at Saint Peter Cathedral by Bishop 
Michael J. Murphy.  
His priestly assignments include parochial vicar, teacher at 
Cathedral Prep, Bradford Central Christian and Elk County 
Christian High Schools. Father was also the Director of Vocations 
for the Diocese of Erie, Assistant Master of Ceremonies for the 
Bishop, and Catholic Chaplain at Allegheny and Grove City 
Colleges. Father has been a pastor for several parishes in the 
diocese of Erie, including Saint Mary of Grace - Meadville, Church 
of the Beloved Disciple - Grove City, Saint Jude- Erie, Saint Thomas 
- Corry, and Saint Mark/Mt. Calvary - Erie. 
Father Hoffman is joining us from Notre Dame Parish in Hermitage, 
as temporary parochial vicar on a 1-year assignment. Father 
Hoffman is excited to be returning to where it all began, Our Lady 
of Peace Parish. He brings with him a depth of experiences and is 
eager to assist me in the work of the Gospel and service to our 
people. 
**Thank You to Music Ministries The last few weeks our music 
groups have concluded their season of ministry. I want to thank all 
those who participate in any capacity for their contribution to this 
great ministry in our parish- particularly the members of Voice of 
Peace Choir (11am Mass), Selah (9am Mass) and Spirit Song (5pm 
Mass Saturday)! I especially thank Brian Kuzmin, our Director of 
Music and Liturgy, Lesley Lopez, the director of Voice of Peace; 
Debby Homes, the director of Selah and Spirit Song; and to Mary 
Kingston, Christina Murnock, Heidi Arnold and Dolores Griswold 
who all regularly cantor in addition to Lesley and Debby. They all 
put in many hours of practice each week to greatly enhance our 
worship at OLP and I thank them heartily on behalf of our parish! 
**Fortnight for Freedom  The Fortnight for Freedom is from 
June 21—the vigil of the Feasts of St. John Fisher and St. 
Thomas More—to July 4, Independence Day. Since 2010, the 
United States Conference of Catholic Bishops have encouraged 
dioceses around the country to highlight the importance of 
defending religious freedom as we approach Independence Day.  
“Religion [cannot] be relegated to the inner sanctum of personal 
life, without influence on societal and national life.” -Pope 
Francis, Evangelii Gaudium, 183. If religious liberty is not 
respected, all people suffer and are deprived of the essential 
contribution to the common good, be it in education, health care, 
feeding the hungry, civil rights, and social services that the 
Church and other people of faith make every day, both here at 
home and overseas. This will be a special intention at our daily 
Masses during this stretch and I encourage you to find ways to 
incorporate this intention in your daily prayers.  Also, our daily 
parish rosary at 11:35am will include this intention. For more 
information on this important initiative of the US Bishops, I 
encourage you to check out their website at www.usccb.org/

**I am excited that we will be offering a Vacation Bible School at 
OLP again this summer from July 29- August 2.
