Isaiah delights us with a deeply intimate image of God caring for us “as a mother comforts her
child.” The prophet describes us not as the usual “children of God,” but as “babies.” We should not
resist this image, but rejoice in it. Trusting in God’s care, we cap all let down our guard and rest like
infants in the lap of our mother.

Saint Paul’s trust in God allows him to be at peace like this. He boldly declares that no one can
“make troubles” for him, because he has given himself completely to Jesus. And when Jesus sends his
disciples out to preach and heal, he challenges them not to provide for themselves, but to let faith be

To my Spiritual Family of Our Lady of Peace-

It’s hard to believe that July is already here. Several weeks
ago | sent out a letter to those who did not yet have the
opportunity to give to the 2019 Catholic Services Appeal (CSA)
with its theme of “Forward Together, With Truth, With Hope, With
Christ.” Our parish has received 487 pledges for $179,463. | am
extremely grateful to those who have been able to pledge; that
means we have reached our diocesan assessment of $165,000. We
are still short of our parish goal of $220,000. So for those who
have not responded, | ask you to prayerfully consider making a
pledge.

The first area of focus this summer will be landscaping the
new entrance to the school, more specifically the area inside the
ramp. Also this summer, OLP parishioner Preston Ross as his Eagle
Scout Project, is working on landscaping and irrigating the area
around the main church sign just north of the scout house.

Anything more we are able to bring in for our CSA 2019
will allow us to address the issue of rainwater runoff which
continues to be a challenge for our property. The main area we
hope to be able to address is the area between the side walk of the
south east entrance of the church and the rectory garage.
