From the Pastor’s Desk… 
To my Spiritual Family of Our Lady of Peace- 

Next weekend our new Parochial Vicar, Fr Mark Hoffman, 
will be part of the Men’s Cursillo Retreat in Hermitage, PA. We also 
have several parishioners participating in the Divine Mercy 
Encounter (DME) Retreat this weekend (July 12-14) at St. Joe’s 
Bread of Life in Erie. Please keep all those participating in these 
retreats in your prayers.   

Cursillo just announced last month that they are lifting 
the requirement that husbands make the retreat before their wives 
so now anyone 18 years old and older is eligible. And DME is not 
just a youth retreat but is open to anyone age 16 and up (or 
sophomore in high school). 

Here is a little more information on each retreat program: 
From the Erie Cursillo website… “Cursillo (kur-SEE-yo) 

literally means “little course” and is an intense three-day spiritual 
retreat, the purpose of which is a deep personal encounter with 
Jesus Christ. Those who experience the Cursillo Movement know it 
is more than just three days of religious instruction. It is an effort 
to change the spiritual environment, to bring Jesus Christ into the 
world.”   See www.eriecursillo.org for more information.  The 
upcoming retreats are Women’s Cursillo, August 15-18 in 
Linesville, PA; Men’s Cursillo, October 17-20 at Our Lady of 
Mercy Church in Harborcreek; and Women’s Cursillo, November 
21-24 also at Our Lady of Mercy. I particularly hope we can have 
good OLP participation in the October and November weekends in 
Harborcreek. 

From the DME website…. “DME (Divine Mercy 
Encounter) is a three day retreat program. Each day has a different 
focus: Friday is the Day of Invitation, focusing on how God is 
inviting us into relationship. Saturday is the Day of Encounter, 
where we encounter God through the sacraments, Adoration, and 
others. Sunday is the Day of Commission, where we as a 
community are empowered to evangelize and share our faith. The 
weekend includes talks, exposure to different types of prayer, Mass, 
community, and much more. The weekend runs from 10am on 
Friday to 5pm on Sunday, and retreat participants stay onsite for 
the weekend.” See www.divinemercyencounter.com for more 
information. The upcoming DME retreats are August 9-11 in St. 
Marys, PA; November 8-10 in Erie and January 31- February 2 in 
Erie (I hope to be one of the Spiritual Directors that weekend).  
You have heard me say before what a blessing these retreat 
programs are to our Diocesan Church and to our parish, and I 
cannot encourage you enough to take advantage of them. May 
God bless those participating in Cursillo and DME this month and 
these retreat ministries in general… and our week ahead!

**Deacon Glenn Bailey Update I am happy to announce that 
Deacon Glenn has been assigned to Our Lady of Peace (his home 
parish) by Bishop Persico. So Glenn will be helping our pastoral 
staff in ministering to the needs of our parish community along with 
Deacon John Mang and Deacon Joe Yochim. Please keep him in 
your prayers as he transitions into his new ministry with us. 
**Fr. Kyle Seyler Update Fr. Kyle is done with his treatment in 
Maryland and is back in Erie. He is residing at Holy Rosary Parish 
and has no ministerial assignment for the time being while he 
transitions back. Please continue to keep Fr. Kyle in your prayers. If 
you would like to send him a note you can drop them off at the 
OLP parish office and we will forward them or send them directly to 
him at Holy Rosary Church; 2701 East Avenue; Erie, PA  16504.   
**Carmelite Days of Prayer     The 62nd Annual Carmelites of the 
Holy Family “Days of Prayer” are from July 11-16. These days are 
selected because the Feast of Our Lady of Mount Carmel is July 
16th. The daily schedule is as follows- 7:15AM Rosary and Divine 
Mercy Chaplet, 8:00AM Mass, 6:45PM Rosary and Divine Mercy 
Chaplet, 7:30PM Benediction and Exposition (not on July 16). 
Confessions are after the morning conference and evening service 
or by appointment (not on July 16). Daily talks are being offered by 
priests of the diocese and I will be preaching the 8AM Mass on 
Monday, July 15th  and giving a conference after the Mass, and I 
am excited for that opportunity! We are extremely blessed to have 
this holy and devoted community of women right here in our city 
and this will be a great way to pray with them and learn more 
about them. 
**School Roof Replacement/Properties Update This summer our 
Properties Committee has contracted with McCreary Roofing for 
completion of the last section of the school roof (between the gym 
and the school office) that has not been replaced over the last 6-8 
years. This $45,000 project has been financially covered through 
the regular capital improvement part of our parish budget as 
addressed through the Properties Committee 5 Year Plan. So that 
will mean that all the roofing of our church and school has been 
replaced and fortified over the last 6-8 years. The only roof on the 
property that has not been recently replaced is the rectory roof and 
we will take an “as needed” approach with that. 
**CSA 2019 Update Several weeks ago I sent out a letter to 
those who did not yet have the opportunity to give to the 2019 
Catholic Services Appeal (CSA) with its theme of “Forward 
Together, With Truth, With Hope, With Christ.”  So far our parish 
has made 487 pledges for $179,463. I am extremely grateful to 
those who have been able to pledge. That means we have reached 
our diocesan assessment of $165,000 but we are still short of our 
parish goal of $220,000. So for those who have not responded, I 
again ask if you would be willing to make a pledge. 
  With the $15,000 surplus over our diocesan assessment 
so far, we are able to start the designated project for this year 
which is the beautification of the parish campus. The first area of 
focus this summer will be landscaping the new entrance to the 
school, more specifically the area inside the ramp for people with 
disabilities. Also this summer, OLP parishioner Preston Ross as part 
of his Eagle Scout Project, is working on landscaping and irrigating 
the area around the main church sign just north of the scout house.
