At this time of summer, we rush to find 
recipes for cherries and cucumbers so we won’t waste a single one. We wouldn’t feel that same urgency 
about honey. 
 In our own way, we are as delightful and fragile as ripe produce. Today’s readings urge us not to 
spoil, but to make good use of our limited time on earth. Ecclesiastes reminds us that because God 
provides for us now and always, we can manage our daily affairs without anxiety. Saint Paul encourages 
the Colossians to keep thoughts of heaven in everything they do, and Jesus himself asks us to treasure 
not earthly wealth, but God alone.

Deacon Glenn Bailey and his wife, Diane, just returned 
from a visit to Merida in June where I asked them to find out more 
information on a possible sister parish for OLP. So on Sunday, 
August 11th at 5:30PM they will be giving a presentation on the 
Mission of Friendship and the possibility of a sister parish. We hope 
to have a representative from the Erie Mission Office as well as one 
from the Mission of Friendship in Mexico! Please consider joining us 
to learn more about these missionary efforts of our diocese and 
how our parish can become more involved.
