**Bishop Persico Letter on the Grand Jury Report and Day of 
Prayer for Healing  Two weekends ago there was a bulletin 
insert of a letter from Bishop Persico on the anniversary of the 
release of the Grand Jury Report on Abuse in the Catholic Church 
in Pennsylvania in August of 2018. We have more copies of the 
letter at the doors of the church and I encourage you to take one

The bishop continues to 
challenge us not to move on from this chapter in our church’s 
history but to remember it and learn from it and continue to ask 
God to help all those affected by it with healing and renewal (the 
victims as well as the entire church). 

Bishop Persico has again designated September 15th (the 
Feast of Our Lady of Sorrows and a Sunday this year) as day of 
prayer for this purpose. So the our church at Our Lady of Peace will 
be open from 7AM to 7PM to invite everyone to visit a Catholic 
Church and spend time in prayer in whatever way the Holy Spirit 
moves them. That weekend we will again recite the Litany for 
Healing, the prayer that the Diocese provided last year and we 
prayed for several months, at all the Masses. Also, in response to 
the Bishop’s request that we have opportunities for Eucharistic 
Adoration with the special intentions of victim/survivors, the 
healing of the church and the sanctification of the clergy, we will 
have a holy hour of Adoration during the day of prayer from 5:15-
6:15PM (right after the 4:30PM Mass). 
 I echo Bishop Persico words, “I have been inspired and 
grateful that many Catholics have demonstrated true discipleship, 
witnessing to their faith this past year. They have shown what it 
means to be charitable, to forgive and to live in hope. And they 
have understood how important this moment has been for victims/
survivors. It is clear that bringing about healing and rebuilding trust 
is the work we are being called to do as church. It will take time, 
patience and fidelity, but the Lord will provide the grace we need.”
