GOD IS ON THE SIDE OF THE POOR 
 Two of today’s readings make it quite clear that God is on the side of the poor. Amos describes 
in detail the exploitation of the poor and needy. The psalm repeats that God acts to benefit the poor 
and lowly. But Luke turns things upside down, telling a tale of a conflicted steward, about to be fired, 
who demonstrates his cleverness and is rewarded. Like the community to whom Paul writes in Timothy, 
these readings are personal, directed to believers, members of the Jewish and Christian communities, 
who struggle to deal with personal choices about how to conduct their lives. They offer an outline for 
how God wishes us to live in a world as complicated and as confusing as our own.

This is an important 
event for our community because it brings together the parish and 
school communities to grow in fellowship and helps us raise funds 
for two important funds for people in need at OLP. Recall that we 
split the proceeds between the Parish Needy Fund, which allows us 
to respond to parishioners who have emergency needs, and our 
school tuition fund which allows us to help parishioners who need 
financial support to send their children to OLP School. Please check 
out the registration form elsewhere in the bulletin on how to 
register and how to help sponsor this event.

**Fr. Rich Away on Retreat This week I will be at the Trappist 
Monastery in Spencer, Massachusetts for my annual retreat. Fr. 
Hoffman will be handling any funerals and emergencies in my 
absence and I am grateful to Fr. Phil Oriole (retired and residing at 
St. George) for covering weekday Masses for me. Please pray for 
me and as always I pray for you! 
**Pet Blessings There will be two pet blessings offered at Our 
Lady of Peace this year as we celebrate the Feast of St. Francis of 
Assisi, patron of animals and pets. There will be one for the school 
community on Friday, October 4th (the actual feast of St. Francis) 
at 12:30PM in the “Daley Field” behind the school. The other 
blessing for the rest of the parish will be Sunday, October 6th at 
9:15AM at the playground behind the school. 
**Holy Land Pilgrimage Meeting There will be a meeting on 
Thursday, October 3rd at 6:30PM in the social room for all pilgrims 
who will be traveling to Israel at the end of October. 
**Eagle Scout Project Thank you to Preston Ross from our 
parish who completed his Eagle Scout Project at Our Lady of Peace 
last month. Preston and his crew built a wall surrounding the front 
sign of the church which also includes a timed watering system to 
sustain the flowers and plants there. I am grateful to Preston as 
well as all the scouts who support our parish in many ways! 
**Catholics Services Appeal (CSA) 2019 Thank you again to 
all who are part of our current 539 pledges for $196,132!  We 
have surpassed our Diocesan Assessment of $165,000 and any 
new pledges go toward our Parish Projects of Landscaping 
Beautification and Water Retention System. We had set an 
ambitious goal of $220,000 which may be out of reach but I 
would still like to make a push for $10,000 more to help us with 
those projects. Please prayerful consider a pledge. 

**Ministry to the Hospitalized, Homebound and Nursing Homes
 Our staff and other volunteers have been working on 
strengthening our efforts in each of these areas. Fr. Hoffman has 
been growing our hospital visitation team and working on their 
training. Parishioner Cathy Merrill is working on building up our 
home visitation team and communication about those in need of 
visitation. We are working on a new plan for ministry at the 
Nursing Homes. Dave Evans has been doing a heroic job of weekly 
ministry to the Catholics at Walnut Creek Healthcare and 
Rehabilitation Center on Zuck Road as well as LECOM at Presque 
Isle on Schaper Ave. Christine Beaver has helped with a monthly 
service at Niagara Village on Zuck Road. And the priests of OLP 
presently offer a monthly service at Parkside Senior Living on West 
38th Street. We want to create a more consistent plan and will let 
you know when that has been solidified. 
 So you can help in two ways.  ONE- consider becoming 
part of the ministry teams to serve the people of these communities.  
If interested please call Fr. Hoffman at the office. TWO- please let 
us know if you or one of your family members or neighbors are in 
the hospital or homebound or in a nursing home and would like to 
be visited or receive Holy Communion. Another aspect of this 
ministry that I have mentioned before is that if you or someone you 
know is going to the hospital for major surgery or enters hospice 
care, it is best to let us know right away and to be anointed before 
the surgery or at the beginning of the hospice care rather than 
wait. 
**Dismissal of Ministers to the Homebound One other 
dimension of our ministry to those who are not able to come to 
Mass is a new procedure at our Masses for giving Holy Communion 
to our ministers visiting the Homebound. Starting this weekend, our 
ministers will come to the step below the Tabernacle at the end of 
the distribution of Holy Communion at Mass, and the clergy who is 
reposing the Sacrament will stop and give them the number of 
Sacred Hosts required and dismiss them. There are two reasons for 
this new procedure. One, the diocese has made it clear that we are 
not to give out extra hosts in Pyxes during the regular Communion 
Procession in order to focus on the personal reception of 
Communion and because there is no solid way to monitor those 
asking for extra hosts. Two, the importance of the visual image for 
members of the congregation to see that others who are not there 
are united with them at Mass in a special way and to remind us to 
pray for them. 
**Properties Update In August Dahlkemper Landscaping 
completed most of the landscaping around the ramp in front of the 
new school entrance. Presently James Restoration is working on the 
pointing and mortaring of the west exterior 
wall of the church (the second wall we have 
restored so far). In October we hope to 
replace several sidewalks around campus 
that have been identified as problematic and 
next summer we will replace the entire area 
in front of the school gym. Also in October 
we will finally begin work on the picnic 
pavilion that will go between the playground and the field to the 
south of the school. When we get started on that project I will 
provide a detailed list of the many groups from our parish and 
school who have provided the money for that long awaited project. 
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A Family Perspective 
Despite all our time saving gadgets, we still have less 
leisure and family time. To solve this we created the 

Myth of Quality Time. Don’t be fooled: Quality Time 
is Quantity Time. Jesus counsels us today, we “cannot 
serve two masters” and expect to be happy. Dedicate 

time to your family. No one in their final hours 
regretted not spending more time at work.
