We will know the end is near when violence, catastrophe, and hatred
dominate the earth. But we must not fear! God's saving plan brings peace to our hearts. Malachi speaks
of the sup’s “healing rays,” and Jesus himself promises to protect every hair on our heads. i o v o

From the Pastor’s Desk...
To my Spiritual Family of Our Lady of Peace-

WOW! Another wonderful pilgrimage to the Holy Land!
Thank you for your prayers and I look forward to sharing with you
about it over the next weeks and months. One of many highlights
for me was celebrating Mass at the main altar of the Church of All
Nations which is located in the Garden of Gethsemani. There is an
exposed rock that the church is built over and it is exposed in the
area right in front of the altar in the sanctuary. The legs of the altar
form a cup to remember Jesus’ words asking the Father to take this
cup from him before he surrenders to the Father’s will by saying
“but not my will but yours be done.” The rock is traditionally
believed to be the rock on which Jesus would have prayed those
universe changing words. This was my first opportunity to celebrate
Mass at this spot and to make the connection between what we do
every Sunday at Mass and Jesus’ offering of his life again to the
Father on our behalf is overwhelming. Every Mass we say yes to the
cup of our struggles and sufferings as Jesus did that first Holy
Thursday night. AWESOME!

One of those cups of priestly ministry that | find myself
tempted to ask God to take away but then surrender again to his
will is the administrative part of leading our parish. With that in
mind | return to a topic that | wrote about in the bulletin last month
and that you should have a received a letter from me within the last
two weeks. The topic is that we at OLP will use a new campaign
that the Diocese is promoting called “#iGiveCatholic,” to address
the fact that we have been falling short the last few years in our
offertory income (we are presently $42,000 behind budget for this
fiscal year starting July ). Again allow me to explain further...

This year for the first time the Diocese of Erie will be
participating in the “#iGiveCatholic” Campaign that has been done
throughout the United States for the last 7 years. The Diocese is
covering the cost of registration for all diocesan ministries although
the diocese is not participating. So OLP Parish will be part of this
campaign. We are designating November 2 |*, the Feast of the
Presentation of Mary, as “#i Give OLP” DAY which is within the
two week window of “#iGiveCatholic” which ends on December
3rd (which is Giving Tuesday). We will use the money that OLP
receives through this campaign to go towards our Offertory Income
deficit.

PLEASE NOTE- there has been some confusion since the worldwide
“#iGiveCatholic” day is December 3™ and we are designating
November 2 |** as “iGiveOLP.” Let me clarify that YOU ARE NOT
BEING ASKED TO GIVE TWICE. The designated give day for the
bigger campaign is December 3™ BUT since they are giving us a 2
week window for advanced giving leading up until that day we
decided to get the ball rolling earlier in that window rather than
wait until the last day (December 3™) to donate. It also puts less
pressure on you to remember to give that one day. Lastly, it is a
great excuse for us to emphasize a less known Marian Feast Day
and seek her intercession on that day as November 2 |*' is the Feast
of the Presentation of Mary. As with Mary’s birth, we read of
Mary’s presentation in the temple only in apocryphal literature. In
what is recognized as an unhistorical account, the Protoevangelium
of James tells us that Anna and Joachim offered Mary to God in the
Temple when she was 3 years old. This was to carry out a promise

made to God when Anna was still childless. Though it cannot be
proven historically, Mary’s presentation has an important
theological purpose. It continues the impact of the feasts of the
Immaculate Conception and of the birth of Mary. It emphasizes
that the holiness conferred on Mary from the beginning of her life
on earth continued through her early childhood and beyond as a
preparation for her role as the Mother of Jesus and the Mother of
God.

May God bless our celebration of the Presentation of Mary and our
week ahead!
