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FALSE PROPHETS, TRUE PROPHETS 
 In Deuteronomy today we hear that God’s very words will fill the mouth of a true prophet, but a 
false prophet will, in a manner of speaking, put mere mortal words into God’s mouth. In Mark’s Gospel, 
we see Jesus teaching and healing as a true prophet, one filled with the authority of God’s own voice, 
the Holy One of God. 
 The whole history of our church is filled with both true and false prophets. But in today’s Gospel we 
learn that Jesus’ fame spread because he taught with authority; he wasn’t an authority because he was 
popular or famous. We also learn from him, in his desert temptation confrontations with Satan, that anyone 
can quote scripture, even against God’s purposes. And today we hear that his authority was not like that of 
the scribes, who held the official positions of religious authority in his day. Our work is to do our best to 
discern the true prophets in our midst, and to be true prophets as well. The psalmist tells us how to do 
this: by not hardening our hearts when God speaks. If we truly listen to God, it will be God’s very words 
filling our mouths.

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From the Pastor’s Desk… 
Happy 65th Anniversary Our Lady of Peace Parish 

once again! Recall our anniversary was September 30th and 
that we have been continuing our celebration through our 
Acts of Kindness and Formation Rosary Challenge the last 3 
months. The challenge was concluded on January 1st and I 
am proud to announce that our parishioners logged 9,238 
acts of kindness and formation between October 1st and 
January 1st. With that total we completed two rosaries and 
34% of a third one (their are 3,900 acts per rosary or 65 
acts per bead). We thank the OLP Families Together Ministry 
for their help in planning and tracking the Rosary Challenge. 
 Here is the breakdown of those acts: 2,349 acts of 
community outreach (helping others in need through our 
parish ministries) or participation in ministry outside of the 
parish; 5,466 acts of liturgy and prayer (at home, at OLP or 
other parishes); 1,076 acts of formation (faith formation, bible 
studies, videos online, etc), 227 acts of community life 
(obviously limited due to COVID); and 120 other acts. 

This is phenomenal; especially considering these 3 
months were over the most difficult stretch of the Pandemic 
in our area. Well done and thank you to all who participated!  
Remember that the twofold focus of this unique way to 
acknowledge our anniversary was first, to celebrate what we 
already do at Our Lady of Peace, and second, to also 
consider new ways that we can engage in the life and 
ministry of our parish. I believe we accomplished those goals 
and I hope that you continue to consider ways that God is 
calling you to enhance your life through our parish.

**Catholic Schools Week Mass This Sunday, January 31st 
kicks off the annual celebration of Catholic Schools throughout 
the United States. We will pray for Our Lady of Peace 
Catholic School as well as the Erie Catholic School System 
and all the schools in the diocese in a special way at each of 
the Masses this weekend. The 9am Mass will include a special 
slideshow; and I offer a special invitation for our school 
families to join us either in person or on our YouTube 
livestream. We will give thanks to God for the gift of 
Catholic education in our parish and diocese, we will thank 
the parish for its ongoing financial and moral support of the 
school’s mission, and we will ask for the inspiration and 
guidance of the Holy Spirit to help continue our Catholic 
Schools. 

**Blessing of Candles Tuesday, February 2nd is the Feast 
of the Presentation of the Lord and the traditional day to 
bless candles (the old Candlemas day). We will have a special 
blessing of our parish candles as well as any candles you 
bring to Mass at 12:10pm. There will also be a simple candle 
procession at that Mass as well. This is a special feast of the 
Lord that is often overlooked so I encourage you to consider 
joining us. Both the 7am and 12:10pm Mass will be 
livestreamed on our YouTube channel on Tuesday. 
**Throat Blessings Wednesday, February 3rd is the 
feast of St. Blaise and the traditional day to offer throat 
blessings which pray for protection and healing not just from 
throat illness but from ALL illness. The blessing will be given 
at the end of all the Masses this weekend (January 30/31). 
Individual blessings will ONLY be given on Wednesday, 
February 3rd at our two daily Masses. It will be a contactless 
blessing as the recipients will come forward and be blessed 
one at a time with 6 feet distance between them and the 
minister. 
**First Friday Adoration is this week (February 5th) from 
7:30am to 3pm. The Divine Mercy Chaplet and Benediction 
will start at 3pm and will be available on livestream on our 
YouTube channel. Pope Benedict XVI reminds us of the value 
of Eucharistic Adoration as he says “…worship of the Blessed 
Sacrament is, as it were, the spiritual “context” in which the 
community can celebrate well and in truth. Only if it is 
preceded, accompanied and followed by this inner attitude of 
faith and adoration can the liturgical action (Mass) express its 
full meaning and value.” In other words, Adoration of the 
Blessed Sacrament allows our worship at Mass to have its 
greatest meaning and value. Come spend some silent time 
with Jesus! 
**Special Masses This Week  Tuesday, February 2nd- 
Presentation of the Lord (in the temple); Wednesday, February 
3rd- St. Blaise, bishop and martyr (4th century Armenia); 
Thursday, February 4th- Mass In Time of Pandemic; Friday, 
February 5th- St. Agatha, virgin and martyr (3rd century Sicily); 
Saturday, February 6th- St. Paul Miki and Companions, martyrs

**World Day of Prayer for the Sick/ Holy Hour for the Sick/ 
Anointing of the Sick February 11th (Feast of Our Lady 
of Lourdes) was designated by St. John Paul II as World Day 
of Prayer for the Sick during his pontificate. So a week from 
Thursday, February 11th, I encourage you to focus your 
intercessory prayers for all the sick and consider joining your 
parish at either daily Mass (7am and 12:10pm) or at a 
special Holy Hour for the Sick from 6:30-7:30pm. We will 
also offer the Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick at daily 
Mass and the Holy Hour that day. The Holy Hour will be 
livestreamed on our YouTube channel as well.

FEAST OF FAITH       I Confess 
 One form of the penitential rite at the beginning of Mass is the traditional Confiteor, or “I confess,” a prayer that was 
formerly prayed by the priest alone at the foot of the altar, but which is now prayed by the entire assembly. The 
Confiteor is at once personal—“I confess”—and communal, prayed aloud, together. We recognize that sin does not just 
separate us from God; sin comes between us and others, isolating us. We acknowledge that sin has many dimensions, 
individual and communal: sins of thought, sins of speech, sins of action, sins of omission. Sin is not something that 
happens to us; sin is something we do. In the Confiteor, we take responsibility for our own actions. The repeated 
insistence on our “fault,” with the ritual gesture of striking the breast, an ancient sign of penitence, is not meant to lower 
our self-esteem. Rather, it acknowledges our human instinct to transfer the blame whenever we can (“The devil made me 
do it!”). This prayer stops us short. We take responsibility for ourselves, our actions, our failure to act. Then we cry out 
to God in those ancient words, Kyrie, eleison—Lord, have mercy. For the sinner who repents, there is mercy. This truth 
is at the heart of our faith, and it is where the Mass, our feast of faith, begins.         —Corinna Laughlin, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.
