Family Discussion of the Week: Models of Christ

Be imitators of me, as | am of Christ. (1 Corinthians 11:1

Adults: Would you have the courage to tell others to do as you do in order to be
a Christian? Why or why not?

Kids: What can you do this week to be an example to others?

JESUS’ WAY

Today's readings present a contrast between “Jesus’ way” and the “old way.” An example of the old
way is the law given to Moses and Aaron about leprosy: the leper was unclean and cast out of the
community. Jesus’ way is the opposite: the leper is reached out to, touched, and finally cured.

Nor ought we think of the “old way” as restricted to the days of Moses and Aaron, or even to the
“old” testament. The difference between the old way and Jesus’ way arises in own lives. We still choose,
every day, to live in our old way or in Jesus’ way.

Jesus dared to touch a leper, disregarding the old way. The leper then was changed forever. He felt
a calling. He couldn’t keep himself from proclaiming that he had been touched by Jesus (even though

From the Pastor’s Desk...

It is hard to believe that Lent, our “great annual
Catholic retreat,” is already upon us. This is a special time
we set apart as Catholics to recommit to the basic Christian
disciplines of prayer, fasting and almsgiving in order to grow
in our relationship with God and make more room for Him in
our hearts and in our lives. We begin that journey this Ash
Wednesday. We will have Masses at 7am, 9am (school Mass),
12:10pm, and 7pm. There will also be a Service for
Distribution of Ashes at 5:30pm. Recall that this is not a
holy day of obligation but Mass is still a noble way to start
this great season of grace. It is also a day of abstinence
from meat for Catholics 4 years and older (as are all the
Fridays in Lent), and a day of fasting for Catholics age I8-
59. Those obligated to fast may take one full meal. Two
smaller meals, sufficient to maintain one’s strength according
to one’s needs, are also permitted. Eating between meals is
not permitted, but liquids including milk and fruit juices are
allowed. When health or work is seriously affected, the law
does not oblige.

I cannot encourage you enough to make a plan
NOW for your Lenten commitments in those areas of prayer,
fasting and almsgiving (giving to the poor). Here are some
opportunities at OLP to consider to intensify your spiritual
commitment during Lent: DAILY MASS (it has been a powerful
Catholic tradition to commit to this prayer more regularly
during Lent); DAILY ROSARY is said at [1:35am in the main
church from Monday through Friday; STATIONS OF THE
CROSS at 7pm on Fridays during Lent; ADORATION OF THE
BLESSED SACRAMENT on Friday, March 5" from 7:30am-
7pm and March 30" to March 31 (Tuesday and Wednesday
of Holy Week) from Ipm to 12 Noon (23 hours straight);
“24 Hours for the Lord” at St. Peter Cathedral on March
[2th and [3th from 5pm-5pm with Adoration and
Confessions available; OPERATION RICE BOWL (given to all
school students and in the bulletin) to support Catholic Relief
Services; ADULT FAITH FORMATION “Forgiven” Series from
FORMED on Mondays in Lent from 7-8:30pm (see flyer in
bulletin); and the “Light is On for You” where confessions are
heard at all participating local parishes from 5-7pm on
Wednesday, February 24",

In addition to these communal opportunities, there
are many personal spiritual commitments to explore and
consider. | remind you that we regularly hear Confessions
each week on Wednesdays from | 1:30am-12Noon and
Saturdays from 8:30-9am and 3:45-4:45pm. In addition to
these opportunities there will also be the opportunity for
Confession after all the Sunday Masses during Lent and on
Fridays from 6-7pm (before Stations). Fr. Mark and I are
always willing to set up an appointment for Confession as
well.

Whatever your plan is, Lent should look different for
us as Catholics so let’s get ready to begin to renew our
spiritual health.... may God bless our week and Lent ahead!

**Catholic Services Appeal (CSA) 2021 The theme is
“Forward Together.” The work of our church takes more than
the efforts of any one parish, school or ministry. Each
diocesan office and ministry, serves our sprawling diocese.
Some of these offices oversee Catholic schools, faith formation,
charitable agencies, and, quite importantly, the Office for the
Protection of Children and Youth. | strongly encourage you to
read the Faith Magazine that you recently received which
outlines all that the Diocese does and how our money is
used. Please be assured that funding from the annual CSA is
strictly designated for spending on the ministries and services
coordinated through diocesan offices. No funds donated to the
CSA have been or will be used to defray expenses related to
the sexual abuse scandal.

Also remember that every dollar raised over our
assessment of $137,524 stays in our parish to fund differey



projects. This year the project identified by our parish
Properties Committee in conjunction with our Finance Council
is the upgrading of our interior church lighting to LED. This
will not only decrease our lighting expenses and improve our
energy efficiency, it will also provide a brighter worship space.
In order to fund this project our overall parish financial goal
for CSA 2021 is $195,000. And | am glad to report that
we have already raised $16,000 towards this goal through
last year’s “Erie Gives” effort. This leaves a remainder of
$179,000 to reach our overall goal. Below is a summary:

+Parish Project- Upgrade Church Lights 57,476

-Erie Gives 2020 money raised $16,000
Total needed to meet goal for CSA 2021 $179,000
