REPENT AND BELIEVE IN THE GOSPEL 
 Lent is the time of year we devote to scrutinizing our lives in the light of our baptism into the 
death and resurrection of Jesus. Today’s readings are a nice shorthand catechism of what our baptized 
lives mean. As Noah passed through the waters of the flood to a covenant with God, so did we enter 
into a covenant, a promised relationship with God through our baptism. 
 Peter’s letter gives an explicit explanation of what our baptism means: it is an appeal we make to 
God for a clear conscience. How do we obtain this clear conscience? The words proclaimed by Jesus 
immediately following his temptation show us the way: “Repent, and believe in the gospel” (Mark 1:15). It 
might be a good spiritual exercise to keep these readings before us throughout the entire season of 
Lent, a means to help us return to a life lived by our baptismal promises.

Protection of Children and Youth. I strongly encourage you to 
read the Faith Magazine that you recently received which 
outlines all that the Diocese does and how our money is 
used. Please be assured that funding from the annual CSA is 
strictly designated for spending on the ministries and services 
coordinated through diocesan offices. No funds donated to the 
CSA have been or will be used to defray expenses related to 
the sexual abuse scandal. 

Also remember that every dollar raised over our 
assessment of $137,524 stays in our parish to fund different 
projects. This year the project identified by our parish 
Properties Committee in conjunction with our Finance Council 
is the upgrading of our interior church lighting to LED.  This 
will not only decrease our lighting expenses and improve our 
energy efficiency, it will also provide brighter worship space.  
In order to fund this project our overall parish financial goal 
for CSA 2021 is $195,000.  And I am glad to report that 
we have already raised $16,000 towards this goal through 
last year’s “Erie Gives” effort.   This leaves a remainder of 
179,000 to reach our overall goal.  Below is a summary:

+Parish Project- Upgrade Church Lights    57,476 
PARISH GOAL for CSA 2021  $195,000 
-Erie Gives 2020 money raised    $16,000

FEAST OF FAITH 
Seasonal Changes for the Liturgies of 
Lent 
 Today is the First Sunday of Lent. 
During this season of preparation for 
Easter, our churches look stark and 
simple—no flowers at the altar, no 
festive banners or decorations. And our 
liturgies feel different, too. The organ 
is quiet except to accompany the 
singing of the assembly. The Gloria, 
our Sunday song of rejoicing, is not 
heard except on solemnities, and we 
will not sing the Alleluia, our joyful 
acclamation of praise, until the Easter 
Vigil. “Alleluia cannot always / Be our 
song while here below,” says an 
eleventh-century hymn. “Alleluia our 
transgressions / Make us for a while 
forego; / For the solemn time is 
coming / When our tears for sins must 
flow” (Alleluia dulce carmen, J. M. 
Neale, trans.). 
 These changes in the liturgy will 
catch our attention, and make us eager 
for the festive outpouring of joy that 
will return with Easter. This year, may 
the stripped-away liturgies of Lent 
remind us to strip away what is not 
essential in our lives to make space for 
the crucified and risen One, and thus to 
be ready to sing “Alleluia” once again 
when Easter returns.
