Then Peter said to Jesus, “Rabbi, it is good for us to he here; let us make three
dwellings, one for you, one for Moses, and one for Elijah.” (Mark 9:5)

Adults: How deeply do you believe that since God is for you, no one can destroy
you?

Kids: What would you like to ask God to do for you and your family?

HISTORY OF SALVATION

The first reading today continues the “history of salvation” narrative that we hear throughout Lent
this year. Today’s story was among the best-loved in the Jewish tradition (surely Joseph told the story
to young Jesus as he formed him in the ways of their faith); the early fathers of the Church were very
fond of it as a means of explaining the sacrifice of Christ on the cross. The overall tone of the first
reading, psalm, and second reading seems a little incongruous with the dazzling Gospel, until we
remember that the Transfiguration was placed as the Gospel for this Sunday precisely to remind us of
the glory that awaits those who live faithfully and obediently to the will of God. In the life of Jesus, it
is a preview of the glory of his resurrection; for us it is a glimpse of the destiny of those who
continue, as we heard in last week’s Gospel, to repent and believe in the Good News. copyright © J. s. Paluch Co.

From the Pastor’s Desk...

Back in December, Pope Francis invited all Catholics
to celebrate a “Year of St. Joseph” from December 2020 to
December 2021 as a way to celebrate the 150th anniversary
of when he was declared the universal patron of the Catholic
Church by Pope Pius IX in [870. This special year will
continue until December 8, 2021 and | wanted to share you
some of our plans here at OLP.

ONE- As | mentioned last week, we have moved our
parish statue of St. Joseph into the front of the church to
remind us to honor St. Joseph and to encourage veneration
and the seeking of his intercession.

TWO- We purchased a special Paschal Candle to
honor St. Joseph. It will be blessed and lit for the first time
at the Great Easter Vigil. As in the past, if someone would
like to donate the candle in memory of a loved one, please
contact me or the parish office. The cost is $505.

THREE- Our parish will participate in the Novena to
St. Joseph starting on Thursday, March 11" and ending on
March 19" (the Feast of St. Joseph). The novena prayers will
be said in the church immediately after the Angelus at 2
Noon each day. The daily rosary (I1:35am), the Angelus
(Noon) and the St. Joseph Novena will be livestreamed on our
parish Facebook page.

FOUR- the Solemnity of St. Joseph is Friday, March
19th, and we will have Masses at 7am, [2:10pm and 6pm
(most solemn) that day. Unfortunately due to COVID, we are
unable to have our St. Joseph Table. In honor of the mission
of the St. Joseph Table, parishioners are invited to bring non-
perishable food donations to church that day (or a monetary
donation) for the West Millcreek Food Pantry. Also, since this
is a special feast, called a Solemnity, there is no abstaining
from meat that day.

FIVE- our school community will have a special prayer
service on March 19™ at 1:30pm where we will dedicate a
statue of St. Joseph to be placed in the school in honor of
the Sisters of St. Joseph and the many years they served at
OLP School. If you would like to contribute to the acquisition
and restoration of the statue, please again contact me or the
parish office.

SIX- Saturday, May I* is the Feast of St. Joseph the
Worker and we will have a special Mass at 8am. Also that
day is the ordination as a transitional deacon, our seminarian,
Chris Wheeler, at 10:30am at St. Mark Catholic Center. That
mass will be available online and more details will be shared
as we get closer. Please continue to keep Chris and his two
classmates, Nick Fratus and Ben Daghir, in your prayers.

FEAST OF FAITH The Opening Prayer

At the conclusion of the Introductory Rites of the
Mass, the presider says or chants the words “Let us pray,’
followed by the Opening Prayer. This prayer is also
called a “collect” because it gathers or “collects” the
prayers of the entire assembly into one. The Roman
collects that we pray in our liturgy—noted for the brevity,
clarity, and conciseness of the Latin originals—date from
a variety of periods. Some are quite new; others reach
back more than a thousand years. They are truly treasures
of our tradition.

The Opening Prayer can be divided into four main
parts: 1) the invitation, or “Let us pray”; 2) the silence
that follows, during which each member of the assembly
lifts up before God his or her own prayers; 3) the collect
itself, spoken or sung by the priest; 4) and finally the
Amen, by which the assembly says, “yes,” “may it be so,”
making the prayer their own.

The collect itself almost always follows the same
pattern. It begins with an invocation to God. A petition
follows, usually very general. We ask for health, strength,
wisdom, grace, forgiveness, faith, awareness. Every
collect concludes by offering the prayer to God through
Jesus Christ. With the Amen of the assembly, the
