Family Discussion of the Week: The Reward of Faith

Those who love their life lose it, and those who hate their life in this world will keep it for
eternal life. (John 12:25)

Adults: When and in what way have you seen life come from death?

Kids: When have you felt stronger because you sacrificed something for a friend or
member of your family?

THE NEW COVENANT Today's first reading is an enomously important passage, not only in the bistory of the
Jewish people, but also for us as disciples of Jesus, who see in it a foreshadowing of the Christian
dispensation. The prophet announces that God has chosen to forgive the people, and that as a sign of divine
forgiveness a new covenant will be established. Contrasting the new covenant with the one made with Moses
on Mount Sinai, Jeremiah says that the new covenant will be written on the people’s hearts rather than on
tablets of stone. No longer will the community’s tradition be the sole bearer of the covenant; henceforth, God
will speak directly and personally to each individual, forgiving sin and calling for a return to God in faithfulpess.
No longer will mere outward compliance with the dictates of the Law suffice; henceforth, God asks for an
obedience that springs from the depths of one’s heart. Precisely that kind of obedience is highlighted in
today’s second reading, where the author of the Letter to the Hebrews describes Jesus as the mediator of
the new covenant whose obedience has made him the source of salvation for all who, in turmn, obey him.

From the Pastor’s Desk...

A blessed Passion Sunday! Before the revision of the
liturgical calendar in 1969, the 5" Sunday of Lent was
known as Passion Sunday and began a stretch of days called
“Passiontide.” The biggest remnant of that tradition is the
option to cover all statuary in the churches. | like to continue
this tradition as a way to remind us that we are getting
closer to Holy Week and Easter and to “double down” on
our call to repentance and our spiritual disciplines in prayer,
fasting and almsgiving that help God to renew and transform
us. This “visual fast” reminds us that all the sacramentals,
statues, and other tangible reminders and symbols in our
Catholic Tradition point us to one thing that they can never
completely represent... God himself! To strip ourselves of even
these elements reminds us to not allow our religious devotions
and piety to be an ends in themselves but rather a means to
deeper relationship with God. Also, this fast invites us to
appreciate our images and devotions more as we go without
them for a few weeks.

Even amidst this intense stretch of prayer and
fasting, we still have a Solemn Feast to celebrate... the
Annunciation of the Lord, on Thursday, March 25". The most
unique aspect of those Masses is that we will genuflect
during the words of the Creed, “For us men and for our
salvation he came down from heaven, and by the Holy Spirit
was incarnate of the Virgin Mary, and became man.” This is
one of only two days in the year that we genuflect during
these words, the other being Christmas. This gesture invites
us to adore the God who humbles himself in the incarnation
on the days that we celebrate his conception in Mary’s womb
(at the Annunciation) and his birth (Christmas) that are
intentionally 9 months apart. We will livestream the Angelus
on Thursday at noon, since the Angelus prayer comes from
Annunciation (it gets is names from the Latin word for Angel
which is the first word of the prayer- “The Angel of the Lord
declared unto Mary...”), and the Mass at 12:10pm as well.
Consider what you can do on Thursday to celebrate the
incredible love of God revealed in His incarnation!

May God bless our week of feasting & fasting ahead!

FEAST OF FAITH The First Reading

Each Sunday, we listen to three scripture readings. The
first reading usually comes from the Old Testament. “The
New Testament lies hidden in the Old; the Old Testament
comes fully to light in the New,” we read in the
Introduction to the Lectionary. “Christ himself is the center
and fullness of the whole of Scripture” (5). On Sundays,
these readings usually have a close connection to the
Gospel. In this season of Lent, for example, the Exodus
account of the thirst of the Israelites in the desert is paired
with the Samaritan woman’s encounter with Jesus at the
well. Ezekiel’s vision of the Lord raising people from their
graves is paired with the narrative of Christ raising Lazarus
from the dead.

The readings are taken from many sources—historical
books like Judges, Kings, and the Acts of the Apostles,
prophets like Isaiah and Ezekiel, wisdom literature like
Proverbs or Ecclesiastes. But no matter its genre, the first
reading always ends with the same acclamation: “The
word of the Lord.” The scriptures are written by human
authors who wrote in widely different cultural and
historical contexts, but these human authors are also divine
instruments through whom God speaks to us. And so we
say, “Thanks be to God.”
