It is not one of many days, but it is the day of all days, 
the one that gives all the others their origin, purpose, meaning, and destiny. Listen carefully to Peter’s 
speech in Acts with its recollection of the Passion, to the words of the apostle Paul, and to the account 
of Mary Magdalene, John, and Peter finding the empty tomb, and you will hear the many wonderful works 
that God has done for us through Christ.

From the Pastor’s Desk… 
Happy Easter! And “Christ Is Risen…. He is Risen 

Indeed!” Every Easter I talk about this traditional Paschal 
greeting which is still used in many Eastern Catholic and 
Orthodox churches, and some Roman Catholic Churches.  This 
greeting goes back to the early church and reinforced the 
ultimate significance of what we celebrate on Easter Sunday… 
that the resurrection of Jesus Christ is the defining truth for 
all Christians. It was said in a dialogue form in which one 
Christian would greet another with “Christus resurrexit!” (Latin 
for Christ is Risen!) and the other would respond “Vere 
resurrexit!” (He is Risen Indeed!). This form of greeting 
reminds us that our identity as Christians should be the first 
and most significant dimension of who we are. 

On another note, a year ago as we started the shut 
down from the Coronavirus Pandemic, we asked the following 
questions as a way to see who needs help in our parish and 
who can provide help. I would like to ask them again as we 
still deal with impact of the pandemic: 

ONE- are you in need of assistance as far as 
finances, groceries, medicines or other needs that our parish 
could possibly help with? As before, I am not guaranteeing 
you that we can provide what you need but we can try or 
connect you with the local agencies that may also be able to 
help. 

TWO- can you donate financially to our OLP Needy 
Fund? I know it is a difficult time for many of us financially, 
but if you are in the space to donate please consider helping 
us build up this fund. Remember that all money in this fund 
goes toward our fellow parishioners in need and is not used 
for requests we may receive from people not affiliated with 
our parish. 

THREE- can you volunteer your time to help with 
groceries, medicine or other essential need deliveries? Deliveries 
would be done in accordance with current guidelines and 
social distancing. 
 Please email the parish at olp@olp.org in response to 
these questions and we will organize this effort to best of our 
ability. We hope this can be a way to help us grow as a 
community in this difficult time and so allow the Paschal 
Mystery to be alive in us.

Other notes from the pastor… 
**Special Masses/Easter Octave The celebration of Easter 
(like Christmas) cannot be exhausted or limited to one day, so 
we as Catholics reserve eight of them, the OCTAVE of  

EASTER, to celebrate as Easter Day. The celebration of this 
most central part of our Christian faith, the Resurrection of 
Jesus Christ from the dead, reminds us that the resurrection 
of Jesus, and its result, the conquering of sin and death 
FOREVER, requires a full week, plus one, to celebrate. We 
know that the celebration of the hope and joy the 
resurrection brings is what we celebrate EVERY SUNDAY (and 
what we celebrate for the 50 days of the Easter Season), but 
in these eight days we amplify the FESTIVE REALITY of 
Easter. The most concrete way we celebrate the octave is at 
daily Mass where the prayers for Easter Sunday are said every 
day and we incorporate song throughout the liturgy. The 
Gospel readings at Mass recount many of the post 
resurrection appearances of Jesus to the apostles and disciples.  
Also, the Easter dismissal at Mass (“Go in Peace, Alleluia, 
Alleluia”) is used all week. Consider celebrating Easter all week 
at daily Mass or joining on our parish YouTube page. 
**Divine Mercy Sunday In 2000 St. John Paul II declared 
the Second Sunday of Easter to be Divine Mercy Sunday. On 
Sunday, April 11th we will celebrate this feast with 
Confessions from 2-3pm and a Holy Hour with adoration of 
the Blessed Sacrament from 3-4pm which will include the 
Divine Mercy Chaplet (sung).

FEAST OF FAITH     
The Eucharist: Food for Resurrection 
 How do we celebrate Easter, the greatest of our 
Christian feasts? By doing what we do every Sunday 
and every day: celebrating the Mass. On the first Easter, 
as the heartbroken disciples walked the road to 
Emmaus, the Lord was with them but they did not 
realize it. They only recognized him “in the breaking of 
the bread” (Luke 22:35). 
 It is the same for us. In the Mass—the breaking of 
the bread—we meet the risen Lord together. We meet 
him in each other—for by our baptism into his death and 
resurrection, we have become members of one body, the 
Body of Christ. We meet him in his word—in the 
liturgy the scriptures are proclaimed to us, that they 
might take root and grow in us. And we meet him in a 
special way in the Eucharist, the sacrament of his Body 
and Blood, which is food for resurrection: “whoever 
eats this bread will live forever” (John 6:51). The Lord 
is risen indeed, and it is the Risen One who truly 
presides at this and every Eucharist.

Child Protection and Creating Safe Environments - Child Abuse 
Prevention Month:  Reporting known or suspected child 
abuse is everyone’s responsibility: It is every adult’s 
moral responsibility to report know or suspected 
abuse or neglect of a minor to the responsible 
authorities. Sexual abuse of minors is a pervasive 
societal problem, and only concerted and sustained 
efforts by all adults in every segment of society can 
help to protect children and youth. In the current 
Pennsylvania state report there were 5,202 
substantiated reports of child abuse in Pennsylvania 
during 2019. 2,087 or 40% of the substantiated 
reports were for sexual abuse, 1,448 were physical 
abuse. To report suspected abuse of a minor, call 
Childline at 1-800-932-0323 (anytime 24/7).
