OUR MINISTRY IN THE CHURCH 
 It is a seemingly small point, but one that is important to remember as we reflect on ministry during 
these days preceding the descent of the Spirit, to notice that the place of Judas among the apostles was 
refilled because of his betrayal, not because of his death. He was, according to Peter, “allotted a share in 
this ministry.” It is, then, betrayal of the mission and not merely death that leaves a void in the fabric of 
the church’s mission. We forget that in the minds of the other apostles, Judas still would have been 
numbered in the company of the Twelve when Jesus prayed the prayer we hear today: praying that, as they 
were sent into the world, they would be consecrated in the truth. It is difficult for us to comprehend that 
Jesus knelt to wash the feet of Judas. These are powerful and significant lessons for us to call to mind and 
keep in our hearts as we ponder the place of our particular ministry in the Church and the world, if we are 
remaining faithful to it, consecrated to the truth.

prayer. No matter how much time we spent trying  
to “guard and protect” our children, each day they 
become less dependent on us and we must let go  
and let God. Prayer and parenting go together. 

**”True Reformers” Faith Formation Series Our study of the 
saints of the Catholic Counter Reformation continues over the 
next few months. It is based on six significant saints who 
were part of the Catholic Counter Reformation. St. Thomas 
More, St. Ignatius of Loyola, St. Philip Neri, St. Charles 
Borromeo, St. Theresa of Avila and St. Francis de Sales were 
all part of the ways that God helped bring new life and 
resurrection to the Catholic Church in response to the 
Protestant Reformation of the 1500s. Our next session is on 
May 17th. Future sessions are June 14, July 12 and August 
16. They are all Mondays. St. Theresa of Avila and St. 
Francis de Sales also advanced the devotion to St. Joseph our 
universal patron. You do not have to register for these 
sessions and can come as you are able. 
**True Reformers SPOTLIGHT for May 17th- St. Phillip Neri 
Philip Neri was a sign of contradiction, combining popularity 
with piety against the background of a corrupt Rome and a 
disinterested clergy: the whole post-Renaissance malaise. 
 At an early age, Philip 
abandoned the chance to 
become a businessman, moved 
to Rome from Florence, and 
devoted his life and 
individuality to God. After 
three years of philosophy and 
theology studies, he gave up 
any thought of ordination. The 
next 13 years were spent in a 
vocation unusual at the time—
that of a layperson actively 
engaged in prayer and the 
apostolate. 

As the Council of 
Trent (1545-63) was reforming the Church on a doctrinal 
level, Philip’s appealing personality was winning him friends 
from all levels of society, from beggars to cardinals. He 
rapidly gathered around himself a group of laypersons won 
over by his audacious spirituality. Initially, they met as an 
informal prayer and discussion group, and also served poor 
people in Rome. 

At the urging of his confessor, Philip was ordained a 
priest and soon became an outstanding confessor himself, 
gifted with the knack of piercing the pretenses and illusions 
of others, though always in a charitable manner and often 
with a joke. 

Some of Philip’s followers became priests and lived 
together in community. This was the beginning of the 
Oratory, the religious institute he founded. Philip’s advice was 
sought by many of the prominent figures of his day. He is 
one of the influential figures of the Counter-Reformation, 
mainly for converting to personal holiness many of the 
influential people within the Church itself. His characteristic 
virtues were humility and gaiety. 

After spending a day hearing confessions and 
receiving visitors, Philip Neri suffered a hemorrhage and died 
on the feast of Corpus Christi in 1595. He was beatified in 
1615 and canonized in 1622.

FEAST OF FAITH      The General Intercessions 
 The general intercessions were restored to the liturgy 
in the reforms that followed the Second Vatican Council. 
In these prayers—also known as the “universal prayer” 
or “prayer of the faithful”—the assembly prays for the 
Church, the world, and the local community. As the 
name “prayer of the faithful” reminds us, these 
intercessions are a privilege of the baptized, which is 
why any catechumens are dismissed before the Creed and 
the intercessions. In baptism, we become members of a 
royal priesthood, and what do priests do? They intercede; 
they pray. In standing to pray to God as a community, we 
are living out our royal priesthood. 
 The intercessions at Mass usually follow a clear 
pattern, moving from general to specific needs. We pray 
for the whole Church. We pray for the world and for our 
nation. We pray for our local community, 
for those who have died and for all the sick 
and afflicted. In our united prayer, we reach 
beyond ourselves and our own needs and 
grow in awareness of and compassion for 
the needs of others.
