Family Discussion of the Week: Rich in Faith

Listen, my beloved brothers and sisters. Has not God chosen the poor in the world to be
rich in faith and to be heirs of the kingdom that he has promised to those who love him?
(James 2:5)

Adults: When has your faith in Jesus enabled you to speak out on an issue of
importance?

Kids: What does your belief in Jesus mean to you?

THE MESSIAH FORETOLD Today's story of the cure of a deaf man with a speech impediment is a good
example of how much is contained in a simple miracle story. The Greek word mogilalos appears only here in
all of the New Testament. It is a technical term referring to someone with a stammer. It is also used only
once in the entire Jewish scriptures, in the passage that we read today as our first reading from Isaiah.
Clearly, by his choice of this precise word Mark wants us to recognize that what Jesus is doing is the
fulfillment of what Isaiah had predicted centuries earlier. In fact, Mark wants us to recognize that Jesus is
the Messiah foretold by Isaiah and the other Jewish prophets of old.

The word ephpbatha, “be opened,” used to describe the restoration of the man’s speech, is another
example of a subtle allusion to an earlier prophecy. This time the prophecy in question is from Ezekiel,
when be foretells that ip the messianic age, “your mouth shall be opened to speak” (24:26). The
sophistication of Mark’s narrative is further revealed when we realize that there are multiple levels within
a single reference. Mark not only draws our attention back to Israel's prophetic past, he also points to
the initiatory practice of his contemporaries by his mention of such things as spittle, touching of ears,
and the use of the word epfhphatha, all of which were practices incorporated into the early Church’s
baptismal ritual.

From the Pastor’s Desk...
To my spiritual family of Our Lady of Peace-

Happy Labor Day Weekend! We know that this
Monday is a civic holiday but the religious feast of St. Joseph
the Worker on May Ist would be the Church’s version of
Labor Day. So a little bit more about that feast during this
year of St. Joseph taken from AmericanCatholic.org...
apparently in response to the “May Day” celebrations for
workers sponsored by Communists, Pius XII instituted the
feast of St. Joseph the Worker in 1955. But the relationship
between Joseph and the cause of workers has a much longer
history. In a constantly necessary effort to keep Jesus from
being removed from ordinary human life, the Church has from
the beginning proudly emphasized that Jesus was a carpenter,
obviously trained by Joseph in both the satisfactions and the
drudgery of that vocation. Humanity is like God not only in
thinking and loving, but also in creating. Whether we make a
table or a cathedral, we are called to bear fruit with our
hands and mind, ultimately for the building up of the Body of
Christ.

“The Lord God then took the man and settled him
in the garden of Eden, to cultivate and care for it” (Genesis
2:15). The Father created all and asked humanity to continue
the work of creation. We find our dignity in our work, in
raising a family, in participating in the life of the Father’s
creation. St. Joseph the Worker was able to help participate
in the deepest mystery of creation. Pope Pius XIl emphasized
this when he said, “The spirit flows to you and to all men
from the heart of the God-man, Savior of the world, but
certainly, no worker was ever more completely and profoundly
penetrated by it than the foster father of Jesus, who lived
with Him in closest intimacy and community of family life and
work. Thus, if you wish to be close to Christ, we again
today repeat, ‘Go to Joseph’” (see Genesis 41:44).

In Brothers of Men, René Voillaume of the Little
Brothers of Jesus speaks about ordinary work and holiness:
“Now this holiness (of Jesus) became a reality in the most
ordinary circumstances of life, those of work, of the family
and the social life of a village, and this is an emphatic
affirmation of the fact that the most obscure and humdrum
human activities are entirely compatible with the perfection of
the Son of God....this mystery involves the conviction that the
evangelical holiness proper to a child of God is possible in the
ordinary circumstances of someone who is poor and obliged to
work for his living.”

Let us pray this weekend (and at Monday’s Mass at 9am!)
that all people can find this purpose and source of
sanctification in their “Labor.” And we particularly pray that
all those who are without employment may persevere and find
the work they need to sustain themselves and their families.

May God bless our labor, all those seeking labor,
and our week ahead!

FEAST OF FAITH Remembering

When Jesus broke the bread on the night before he died,
he told his disciples, “do this in memory of me” (Luke
22:19). Christians have been faithful to that solemn
command. Our eucharistic remembering is not nostalgia,
nor is it merely historical, recalling events and facts of long
ago. In the liturgy, remembering is action. “Do this,” Jesus
said. In the Eucharist, we remember by doing. And as we
remember, the sacrifice of Jesus is renewed, truly made
present, no longer then, but now.

After the consecration, each of the Eucharistic Prayers
includes a section called the anamnesis, a Greek word that
means “remembering.” In this part of the prayer, “the
Church, fulfilling the command that she received from
Christ the Lord through the Apostles, keeps the memorial of
Christ, recalling especially his blessed Passion, glorious
Resurrection, and Ascension into heaven” (General
Instruction of the Roman Missal, 79¢). We pause and call to
mind the whole paschal mystery, Christ’s dying and rising.
“We celebrate the memory of his death and
resurrection” (Eucharistic Prayer for Reconciliation II).

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ;

We have all heard about the horrific earthquake, as well as the torrential rains of
tropical storm Grace, which have devastated the nation of Haiti. Our hearts go out to the
many, many people who have lost not only home and livelihood, but also family members
and friends.

As Catholics, we know that it is not enough simply to have pity for those who are
suffering. We are called to prayer and to action by that suffering. For this reason, at the
suggestion of the president of the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB),
the Diocese of Erie will be taking up a second collection for our suffering brothers and
sisters in Haiti and in other disaster areas. The money from this collection will go directly to
the USCCB Bishops Emergency Disaster Fund, which supports pasteral and reconstruction
needs of the Church as well as the efforts of Catholic Relief Services and Catholic Charities
USA as they respond to immediate emergency needs, including those in Haiti.
