From the Pastor’s Desk… 
To my spiritual family of Our Lady of Peace- 

In a few weeks we will celebrate the Feast Day of 
St. John Henry Newman and the two-year anniversary of his 
canonization. He was a former Anglican priest, who became a 
Roman Catholic in 1845 and eventually a Cardinal. He is 
regarded as one of the most influential figures from his era 
for both Anglicanism and Roman Catholicism. In an 
unprecedented move, Pope Francis chose the date of his 
conversion to Catholicism rather than the typical date of his 
death for his feast day which is October 9th. It is in this 
context that I am excited to announce that I will be leading 
a pilgrimage to England next summer with Fr. Nick Rouch, 
the Vicar for Clergy in the Diocese of Erie and a Newman 
Scholar. The pilgrimage will be July 18-28, 2022. More 
information can be found at the pilgrimage website- https://
www.pilgrimages.com/frtoohey/england/. There are pamphlets 
also available at the doors of the church or the parish office. 
The cost of the pilgrimage is $4,799 which includes 
everything (transportation, accommodations, food) except 
personal expenditures. 

I also want to announce that due to the popularity 
and interest in the Holy Land after our 2019 trip; I will be 
leading another Holy Land Pilgrimage on November 6-18, 
2023. The cost of this pilgrimage is $4,899. More 
information can be found at https://www.pilgrimages.com/
frtoohey/holyland/. There are also pamphlets for this pilgrimage 
at the doors of the church and at the parish office. 

I am committed to leading such pilgrimages because 
they have been a major source of formation and spiritual 
growth in my own life. Pilgrimages have always been a 
significant part of our Catholic tradition and great source of 
prayer and learning and I have seen the impact they can have 
on pilgrims and want to continue to help new pilgrims 
experience that. And, I love leading pilgrimages; something not 
many priests have a passion for or desire to do. In my early 
priesthood I discerned that God was calling me to lead 
pilgrimages and therefore that would be part of my priestly 
ministry throughout my life.

**Liturgical Ministers to Wear Masks at Mass In 
consultation with the Liturgy Committee and Parish Staff, I 
have decided to ask all liturgical ministers to wear masks at 
Mass even if they have been vaccinated. This is in response 
to Bishop Persico’s request that all people wear masks at 
Mass (unvaccinated are expected to wear masks to begin 
with). Clergy, lectors and cantors who have speaking/singing 
roles can remove their masks when speaking but are asked to 
mask at all other times in the Liturgy. Musicians that are 
part of choirs are expected to mask even when singing due 
to their proximity to each other with the understanding that 
singing increases the distance of transmission of germs/
COVID. I do this in order to create the safest environment 
which maximizes everyone’s comfort and peace in celebrating 
Mass at Our Lady of Peace. 
**Parish Consecration to Mary POSTPONED to make way for 
the Consecration to St. Joseph On the Sunday of the 
Queenship of Mary I mentioned consecrating our parish to our 
Blessed Mother and last weekend in the bulletin I suggested 
we do that in October. After further consideration and 
consultation with the staff, I would like to postpone that 
consecration to Mary until next May so that we can focus on 
the end of our year of St. Joseph (ends on December 8th). 
We encourage everyone in the parish to participate in the 33-
day consecration to St. Joseph. There will be more information 
on this in the coming weeks but for now know that the 
consecration to Mary will not be taking place in October. 
Thank you for your patience as things continue to be 
adjusted due to COVID and other circumstances.

**Faithful to the Finish 5K Race POSTPONED We have 
decided to postpone our annual 5K Race that was scheduled 
for October 2nd into the Spring… most likely in May. Thank 
you for your understanding. This also gives all of us more 
time to get in better shape! 
**Picnic/Raffle Follow Up   What an amazing parish picnic. I 
received so many compliments and comments as to what a 
great experience it was for everyone who attended. The 
presence of our parish families and their children added such 
vibrance to the gathering and could not help but bring joy 
and hope to everyone. A big thank you to everyone who was 
able to attend! We estimated that we had between 600-700 
people participated in some part of the evening (outdoor Mass 
and/or picnic) which is awesome! 
 Special thanks to our Families Together Ministry, our 
picnic committee, and our staff, who all put in much effort. 
We have been meeting since the spring to plan this and the 
hard work paid off. I also thank the scouts who helped with 
set up and had several activities at the picnic (including those 
incredible homemade donuts which were delicious!), Casino 
Tuesday (the band who provided music- including my nephew 
Gabe), Magic Steve (who made balloon figures for 2 ½ hours- 
45 minutes longer than we had asked because of the 
demand!), the West Ridge Fire Department, and the crew of 
my relatives who stepped up to set off the fireworks. 

Another big thanks to all who donated baskets and 
liquor for our basket raffle and for all who participated in our 
Parish Raffle. We far exceeded our goal of 2,500 tickets sold 
(ended with around 3,300) and were able to raise $49,000 
for our parish. The winners of the Parish Raffle are: $500

All of this points to a great movement of the Holy 
Spirit at Our Lady of Peace which is building energy and 
investment in our community due to your participation and 
support. So let’s keep cooperating with the Holy Spirit in 
inspiring us to bring the light of Christ and His hope, peace 
and joy to our Erie community and world! 
**Location of Processional Cross Moved The Liturgy 
Committee has been studying the documents that provide the 
instructions for celebrating Mass. Part of the goal of this 
process is to evaluate our liturgy at OLP as to whether we 
are celebrating in the manner that the church intends and to 
understand the reasons why the church instructs us in these 
ways. When studying the section on the set up of the 
sanctuary (the area in the church that includes the altar, 
ambo and presider’s chair) we found that number 308 in the 
General Instruction of the Roman Missal (the GIRM) states 
“…either on the altar or near it, there is to be a cross, with 
the figure of Christ crucified upon it, a cross clearly visible to 
the assembled people. It is desirable that such cross should 
remain near the altar even outside of liturgical celebrations, so 
as to call to mind for the faithful the saving Passion of the 
Lord.” For this reason, on Tuesday, September 14th, the 
Exaltation of the Holy Cross, we moved the location of our 
processional cross next to the altar. This also reinforces our

A Family Perspective 
The words in today’s gospel, “Whoever gives a cup of 
water in the name of Christ will not lose their reward” 

hits us at home. As parents, we gain our “reward” 
when we bring a bottle to a crying infant in the 

middle of the night, or juice boxes to parched five-
year old’s, or hold ice chips to the fevered lips of a 

spouse. It is that simple and that sacred. In our homes, 
we give until it hurts “in the name of Christ.” 

FEAST OF FAITH      The Lord’s Prayer 
 The Eucharistic Prayer ends with the great “Amen,” 
the acclamation of assent by the assembly. Then the 
Communion rite begins with the Lord’s Prayer. We pray 
this prayer in many contexts, both inside and outside the 
Church’s liturgy. Here, in the context of the Mass, the 
Lord’s Prayer is profoundly eucharistic. When we ask for 
our “daily bread,” we are asking for the gift of the 
Eucharist. When we ask God to forgive us as we forgive 
others, we are seeking forgiveness and purity of heart 
before we approach the altar to receive the sacrament of 
the Lord’s Body and Blood—“so that what is holy may, 
in fact, be given to those who are holy” (General 
Instruction of the Roman Missal, 81).  
 At Mass, a prayer for peace is inserted between the 
prayer and the doxology. In this prayer, called the 
embolism, the Church asks God for freedom—freedom 
from sin and all anxiety and distress. We are living in an 
in-between time; even as we rejoice in Christ’s presence, 
we await his coming in joyful hope.
