Family Discussion of the Week: The Greatest Commandment

(The scribe) asked him, “Which commandment is the first of all?” Jesus answered, “The
firstis, Hear, O Israel: the Lord our God, the Lord is one; you shall love the Lord your
God with all you heart, and with all your soul, and with all your mind, and with all your
strength.” (Mark 12:28-30)

Adults: Why is love of neighbor as important as love of God?

Kids: When do you show that you love God and your neighbor with your whole heart?

LOVE GOD

As we near the end of the liturgical year we listen to Gospel readings from the final stage of Jesus’
ministry—bis teaching in Jerusalem. This Sunday Jesus is in conversation with one of the scribes of the
temple. In a rare occurrence Jesus and the scribe agree on the two greatest commandments—to love God
with all your being and to love your neighbor as yourself.

In today’s selection from Deuteronomy Moses gives this teaching to the Israelites as the core of their
life of faith and prayer, and Psalm 18 echoes this prayer with the words, “l love you, O LORD, my
strength” (Psalm 18:2). Jews and Christians agree that our greatest responsibility is to love the one and
only God, and that we cannot claim to love God without loving our neighbor as ourselves.

From the Pastor’s Desk...
To my spiritual family of Our Lady of Peace-

Happy “All Hallow’s Eve”! Remember that this
holiday, enjoyed by many, gets its name from being the night
before “All Hallow’s Day,” which we know as All Saints Day.
The last several years, | have done an exercise with the first
graders where we compare Halloween/All Saints to Christmas
Eve/Christmas Day. | ask them to imagine that the class
decided to make “gaming” the focus of Christmas Eve. And
that we eventually decided to call it “Gaming Eve” and
encouraged people to have big gaming parties or marathon all
-nighters. And we started to decorate with our favorite video
games and to dress up like our favorite gaming characters.
Then | asked them to jump ahead to when they are old and
imagine that everyone was now celebrating “Gaming Eve” on
December 24" and no one was celebrating Christmas. They of
course react strongly that they would not want that to
happen. | conclude by saying that that is what has happened
to All Saints Day. The secular celebration of a fun holiday
has completely overshadowed the sacred feast day.

So | challenged the first graders to help me help the
church reclaim the true meaning of Halloween as the night
before All Saints Day. | challenge you to make sure your
Halloween celebration does not end on October 3 1% but is
only the precursor to your celebration of all our great saints
on November . Even though it is not obligatory this year
because it falls on a Monday, | ask you to make every effort
to go to Mass on November I*. OLP has Masses at 7am,
12:10pm, [:30pm (School Mass) and 5:30pm this year. If
you cannot come in person, consider praying the Mass on
YouTube or stop by the church at another time to spend a
few minutes to honor the Saints and seek their intercession.
Consider purchasing a book on the lives of the saints or
reading more from one you already have. Remember that for
St. Ignatius of Loyola, reading the lives of the saints and of
Christ while he was being nursed back to health in a convent
after suffering a nearly fatal wound in battle is what sowed
the seeds of conversion. Let the stories of the saints inspire
you to holiness and greatness in the eyes of God!

May God bless our celebration of All Saints Day, All
Souls Day and our week ahead!

This reality,
this knowledge, should transform us, so that we may
journey through this life with our hearts set on eternal
life, and find in the Eucharist—which is food from
heaven and daily bread—the strength and hope we need
