From the Pastor’s Desk… 
To my spiritual family of Our Lady of Peace- 
 The year of St. Joseph will conclude on December 
8th. To celebrate that as well as wanting to build on the 
momentum and energy we have seen in our parish over the 
summer and fall, our staff and leadership at OLP have 
planned a parish consecration to St. Joseph. It is based on 
the book “Consecration to St. Joseph- the Wonders of Our 
Spiritual Father” by Fr. David Calloway, MIC. These books are 
available through the parish office at a discounted price of $5 
each and I hope that every household in the parish will 
participate. 

The consecration to St Joseph will begin on Monday, 
November 8th with an event that includes a light dinner at 
5:30pm in the cafeteria, a brief explanation of the 
consecration to St. Joseph at 6:30pm and a Holy Hour for 
Vocations at 7pm led by Msgr. Ed Lohse who is the vicar 
general in the Diocese of Erie (Bishop Persico’s “2nd in 
Command”) and a 1978 alumnus of Our Lady of Peace 
School. The prayer service will also include the prayers for the 
first day of the consecration. 

After the kickoff event, every day of the consecration 
we will send out some daily material via email (videos, 
reflections, etc) to give additional content for that day. There 
will also be a weekly group discussion to look at the 
questions provided in the book. The discussion groups will be 
held on Wednesday, November 17th, Tuesday, November 23rd 
and Thursday, December 2nd all from 6:30 – 7:30 pm in the 
school cafeteria. 

The consecration will conclude on Friday, December 
10th with Lessons and Carols at 6:30pm in the church. 
OLP’s own Selah Praise Band will lead the music and included 
will be the prayers for the last day of consecration to St. 
Joseph. After Lessons and Carols there will be a social event 
in the school that will include refreshments, a cookie 
decorating station, a family activity station and a “packing for 
those in need” station in addition to just an opportunity to 
hang out and socialize. I am very excited for this plan and 
hope you can make a concerted effort to be a part of all or 
some of this special consecration and opportunity to gather as 
a spiritual family.

**OLP Gym Renovation Project The new school gym floor 
was completed at the end of August. I want to thank our 
renovation committee: Matt Benacci, Chris Sirianni, Shivani Suri 
and Mary Beth Whitman who helped see the project through. 
I also thank everyone from the school and parish communities 
who bought bricks to help support the project. We ended up 
selling 178 bricks and raising $37,775. The gym will be 
open after all Masses this weekend (November 6/7) for 
anyone those wanting to see the gym and/or the bricks. 



Child Protection and Creating Safe Environments - Digital 
Behavior: Parents create trust with children by initiating open, 
honest discussions. These dialogues are an opportunity to 
communicate values and expectations about your family’s 
appropriate digital behavior, including viewing or sharing 
content, and apps they can and cannot use. Check in 
frequently with your children about their digital experiences to 
address any potential risk of cyberbullying and harm. Be clear 
that your intention is to look out for their wellbeing, and that you 
want to have an open dialogue. Listen to their concerns and 
express your perspective. To minimize the risk of cyberbullying 
or harm from digital behavior, parents can: set clear 
expectations about digital behavior and online reputation, 
educate about the harmful effects of cyberbullying, posting 
hateful speech or comments, sexting, and sharing naked 
photos of themselves or others (including potential legal 
issues), be clear about what content can be viewed or shared, 
and identify which apps are appropriate for your child’s use and 
which are not. Establish rules about the amount of time that a 
child can spend online or on their devices. Model positive, 
respectful digital behavior on your own devices and accounts.

FEAST OF FAITH       Concluding Rites 
 The Prayer after Communion gives us a glimpse of 
the heavenly banquet, of which we have had a foretaste in 
the Eucharist. The concluding rites speak of what we are 
to do with this great gift of God. That includes the parish 
announcements, which are usually given following the 
Prayer after Communion. Believe it or not, the 
announcements, which are not an “official” part of the 
Mass, have been included in the Mass from as early as 
the fifth century! The deacon or the homilist—even the 
bishop—would announce coming liturgical celebrations 
and encourage the people to participate. Today’s parish 
announcements include opportunities for prayer, service, 
learning, and community building. They should be 
succinct and should include only significant events and 
activities in the life of the parish. But even when they are 
long and tedious, the announcements (and the parish 
bulletin) flow out of the concluding rites of the Mass. 
They offer us ways to live the Eucharist, to become what 
we have received—the Body of Christ, living and active 
in our local community.
