 In Genesis, we see Abraham in conversational prayer, in his creaturely humility before his Creator, 
seeking mercy and compassion for the innocent. The psalm is a lyrical prayer of thanksgiving and praise 
for the God who answered the sincere prayers of a people who had called out for help, showing them 
mercy. In Luke’s Gospel, the disciples want to pray like Jesus, with the same intimacy—to experience 
God as Abba in the depths of their being.  
 Do we try to talk to God? Do we listen for answers? This relationship is always a work in progress.
