Family Discussion of the Week: Running the Race of Faith

Therefore, since we are surrounded by so great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay
aside every weight and the sin that clings so closely, and let us run with perseverance
the race that is set before us, looking to Jesus the pioneer and perfecter of our faith.
(Hebrews 12:1-2a)

Adults: Other than Jesus, which of the ancestors of Christian faith has served as the
greatest example to you? Why?

Kids: Which person of the Bible has been a good example to you of how to live?

FAITH

Our readings today explore how faith begins and how faith works. Faith begins with God’s initiative
of love, together with God’s promise about the future. The passage from Hebrews urges readers to have
an assured confidence in God, who promised and delivered a lasting legacy to Abraham. The book of
Wisdom reminds readers of the God who promised and delivered freedom from slavery during the Exodus.
In the Gospel passage from Luke, Jesus begins with the promise that “your Father is pleased to give you
the Kingdom),” before describing how to live faithfully during times when God seems absent. God's
promises mean that God is fully invested in our future. Living in these promises, we can confidently let
go of fear and insecurity. We can anticipate that when God intervenes in our lives, it will be for our

Cheerio! We had a great pilgrimage in England in
July, but it is always good to get back home to OLP.
Thankfully we only had one of the record-breaking days of
heat (103 degrees!), otherwise it was beautiful weather and
went very smoothly. | look forward to sharing my experience
with you over the next few months and encourage you to
check out my homily from last weekend (July 31%) as |
shared some of what we learned about the Jesuit Mission in
England from the mid-1500s to the mid-1700s. | specifically
mentioned the life of Fr. John Gerard who served Catholics in
England for 16 years (4 of which were in prison where he
was one of only two people to ever escape from London
Tower in 1597) and wrote about his experience in his book
called “Autobiography of a Hunter Priest.” Remember you can
always catch the homilies at OLP on our YouTube channel,
which | encourage you to subscribe to (and sign up for alerts
so you will receive a notice any time we are live or release a
video).
