GOD’S PEOPLE GATHER 
 Our readings today remind us of the larger story of the Bible, of God’s purposes and promises for 
the world. Because of humanity’s rejection of God, as told in Genesis, human communities were first 
dispersed. Isaiah proclaims that one day God will gather these communities to be healed and reconciled 
with God. In Luke’s Gospel, Jesus echoes Isaiah and teaches that all peoples in God’s promised future 
“will recline at table in the kingdom of God.” Notice that in Isaiah, the nations coming to God do not 
lose their ethnicity or unique identity. They bring their own distinct cultural gifts to God’s table. Each 
people has its unique history with God, has received distinct blessings from God, and each is accountable 
to God. Today, we live in a global and multi-cultural Church. When God’s diverse peoples gather in 
worship today, may we honor and celebrate each other’s gifts and blessings.

From the Pastor’s Desk… 
Last weekend I preached that I feel God calling us 

to turn up the heat of the Holy Spirit at OLP as we heard 
the words of Jesus saying “I have come to set the earth on 
fire and how I wish it were already blazing!” Not only is the 
Holy Spirit wanting to lift us out of the mud of the pit of 
the last 30 to 40 years of the church (particularly the abuse 
scandals that started back in 2002) as He did to Jeremiah in 
the first reading and the author of Psalm 40. But once we 
are out of the miry clay, he wants us to sing a new song 
(again like it says in psalm 40 and as your pastor tried to 
do in singing “40” by U2 during the homily �). 

This new song we are called to sing as a church is 
not one of the church in the 1950 or 1980s or any other 
glory days we may look back to… it’s the song that says 
we can no longer try to so desperately fit in as Americans as 
we had to do in the 18th and 19th Centuries in the United 
States because of the strong anti-Catholic culture that our 
country was founded in, but rather we are willing to stick 
out as Catholics and people of faith… it’s the song of the 
church in 2022… it is the song of the new evangelization… 
it’s the song that transforms the world and does not let the 
world change it… it’s the song that brings the “let’s go” 
and “woo hoo” of the Easter Triduum (and especially the 
Great Easter Vigil) to every liturgy and every gathering of 2 
or 3 in our parish community whether they be catechesis or 
service or community building or pastoral… it is the song of 
EVERY parishioner seeking to help turn up the heat of the 
Holy Spirit in their own heart… it is the song of EVERY 
parishioner taking ownership of moving our parish family 
forward in the mission of Jesus Christ and not waiting for 
the pastor, other clergy, staff and other leadership groups in 
the parish to do so… it is a beautiful song,,, it is a new 
song… and it is the song that I hope you will help me sing 
more fully here at OLP.
