From the Pastor’s Desk… 
 Happy New Year (liturgically speaking) and a blessed 
Advent to you! The word advent comes from the Latin 
“adventus” which means “coming.” We ready ourselves for the 
Second Coming of Christ at the Final Judgment while 
remembering the true meaning of His first coming on that 
first Christmas Day. Advent has been a period of preparation 
for over 1,500 years of the Church’s tradition and is seen as 
a time for new beginnings. As Advent is a season of new 
beginnings it is a great time to experience the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation which is THE Sacrament of new beginnings. 
Advent is the season of preparing for Jesus...Reconciliation is 
THE Sacrament which prepares us to commune with Him more 
fully and effectively. So there is no more appropriate and 
effective way to prepare for the gift of Christ and Christmas 
than to experience Reconciliation. 
 With that in mind, over 15 Catholic parishes in Erie 
County are participating in a national campaign called “The 
Light is On for You.” On Wednesday, December 14th, all 
these churches (including OLP) will be open for Confession 
from 5-7pm (the Christ Candle in the church as well as the 
light in the confessional will be on!). All are welcome and I 
would encourage you to take advantage of this great initiative 
at any of these churches- wherever you are most comfortable.  
Also, if you or anyone you know has been away from the 
Catholic Church or confession for a while do not let that 
stop you from receiving this great gift of God’s mercy and 
peace; or inviting them to do so. I can promise you that any 
priest you go to in Erie County will be greatly pleased that 
you are there and will not condemn or judge you. In addition 
to this special opportunity, OLP will have a Penance Services 
on Sunday, December 18th at 6:00pm. We will also have 
individual confessions available after every Sunday Mass in 
Advent; as well as our practice of individual confessions on 
Wednesdays from 11:15am-12 Noon and Saturdays after the 
8am Mass and from 3:45-4:45pm. And as always Fr. Dave 
and I would be happy to set up an appointment with you for 
Confession if these other opportunities do not fit your 
schedule. I cannot encourage you enough to take advantage 
of this great Sacrament this Advent.

Child Protection and Creating Safe Environments - Know the 
Warning signs of a Predator - Perpetrators are not waiting on the 
street to snatch kids; only 10% of sexually abused children are 
abused by strangers. 90% are abused by someone known and 
trusted by the child/child’s family. Perpetrators integrate themselves 
into everyone’s life, not just the child. They build relationships so that 
they are trusted to be alone with the child. One of the most important 
ways to ensure the safety of children in our environments is to know 
the warning signs of adults who present a risk of harm to children. 
Among these signs are when the person (1) always wants to be alone 
with a child in areas where no one can monitor the interactions, (2) 
allows a child to do things their parents would not permit, (3) is always 
more excited to be with children than with adults, and (4) discourages 
others from participating in activities involving kids.
