From the Pastor’s Desk...

Happy New Year and blessed feast of Mary Mother
of God! On January I*, Catholics celebrate the Solemnity of
Mary, Mother of God, with a feast. This holiday is a
celebration of Mary’s motherhood of Jesus. It is a reminder of
the role she played in the salvation of humankind. The title
“Mother of God” is a western derivation from the Greek
“Theotokos,” which means “God-bearer.” Mary, being chosen
by God, the Father, to bring Jesus Christ into this world, and
her willingness to do so is great cause for celebration.
Without her role, Jesus would not have been able to die for
the sins of humans, thus giving them a second chance at
redemption.

The honoring of Mary as the Mother of God can be
traced back to the Council of Ephesus in 431. By the 7th
century, January Ist was observed as a celebration of the
Maternity of the Blessed Virgin Mary. In the |3th century,
the Feast of the Circumcision of Christ had come to replace
the feast honoring Mary. However, in [751, Pope Benedict
XIV allowed Portugal’s churches to devote a feast to Mary on
the first Sunday in May. This was because of a push in
Portugal for an official feast day celebrating Mary’s divine
maternity. Eventually, the feast was expanded to include other
countries.

In 1914, the feast started to be observed on
October 11"™ and in 1931, Pope Pius Xl extended the feast
to the entire church. In 1974, Pope Paul VI removed the
feast of the Circumcision of Christ from the liturgical calendar.
He replaced it with the feast of the “Solemnity of Mary,
Mother of God”, bringing Mary’s feast day back to the first
day of the calendar year.

Speaking of motherhood, | want to take one last trip
to Washington, DC for the March for Life that has occurred
annually since 1973 in protest of the Roe v. Wade Supreme
Court Decision that legalized abortion in the United States.
On June 24, 2022, that decision was finally overturned and
was a true answer to the Church’s prayers. This was a
providential highlight of the 2022 year! This trip now
becomes for me, a prayer of thanksgiving rather than a
protest. | have gone to the March for Life at least |5 times
over my priesthood and | feel deeply compelled to make this
last pilgrimage of thanksgiving before turning our attention to
Harrisburg and petitioning our state government to make
abortion illegal (which we will do in September 2023).

So, | invite you to join me on this
pilgrimage of thanksgiving. We will start with a Holy Hour
for Life on Thursday, January 19™ at 9:30pm in the church.
Then we leave for DC at 10:45pm and drive through the
night. We will attend a Mass at the Basilica of the
Immaculate Conception at 7:30am and then eventually make
our way to the political rally at Noon at the National Mall.
Speakers at the rally include Jonathan Roumie (who plays
Jesus in the Chosen and is Catholic) and Tony Dungy (a hall
of fame former NFL football coach and strong Christian). We
will then march to the Supreme Court to thank God and the
court for their decision and then head back to Erie by I1/12
that night. | encourage families, individuals and youth to join
me in this pilgrimage of thanksgiving. More information wil

be coming in the next few weeks so mark your calendars and
get ready to March.
