From the Pastor’s Desk… 
 A blessed Epiphany to you! Once, again we will bless 
and distribute the House Blessing Cards this weekend on the 
Feast of the Epiphany. Recall that the “20+C+M+B+23” 
on the cards stands for the present year with the first letter 
of the 3 magi, Caspar, Melchior and Balthasar, which can 
also stand for the first letters of the Latin phrase “Christus 
Mansionem Benedicat” which translates to “Christ bless this 
home/dwelling.” There is a prayer that you are encouraged to 
say on the back of the card as you place them over the 
main door to your house on the inside. It says, “May all who 
come to our home rejoice to find Christ living among us; and 
may we seek and serve Christ in everyone we meet. Amen.” 
Every year I say what a great year we will have if we can 
allow God to accomplish that prayer in us in our homes as 
well as our parish family here at Our Lady of Peace. So let 
us focus on that this last week of the Christmas Season and 
in 2023. 
 For nearly forty years, National Migration Week 
(NMW) had been celebrated the week after the Epiphany in 
January. One of the primary reasons for the selection of these 
dates was due to the timing of the Pope’s migration Day 
message, which was celebrated in mid-January. In 2019, Pope 
Francis announced that that the World Day of Migrants and 
Refugees would henceforth be celebrated on the last Sunday 
of September. To maintain the custom of aligning NMW with 
the World Day of Migrants and Refugees, the Catholic 
Bishops of the United States have moved National Migration 
Week to the last week in September. 
 That being said, I encourage us to reflect this week 
on the circumstances confronting migrants, including 
immigrants, refugees, children, and victims and survivors of 
human trafficking. Regardless of where we are and where we 
came from, we remain part of the human family and are 
called to live in solidarity with one another. Additionally, the 
U.S. bishops continue to encourage advocacy efforts by the 
Catholic community on comprehensive immigration reform. The 
Catholic Church’s Social Justice Tradition recognizes 3 
principles regarding immigration: one- people have the right to 
migrate to sustain their lives and the lives of their families. 
Two- a country has the right to regulate its borders and to 
control immigration. And three- A country must regulate its 
borders with justice and mercy (with a concern for the 
common good of all people beyond the needs of one’s own 
country). Finding a balance between these principles is a 
challenging task for our national and international leaders; so 
we must pray for them to find a just and compassionate 
solution to border control. In addition to prayer, our bishops 
encourage us to make the effort to utilize the resources from 
our US Conference of Catholic Bishops to learn more about 
the principles our Catholic Tradition supports relating to this 
important issue. They can be found at https://
justiceforimmigrants.org/take-action/national-migration-week/.  
Consider joining us on Monday night for our Holy Hour to 
conclude the Christmas Season which will be offered for the 
issue of immigration in a special way. 
 May God bless our week ahead!

**Pilgrimage in Thanksgiving for Life We are planning 
to take one last trip to Washington, DC for the March for 
Life that has occurred annually since 1973 in protest of the 
Roe v. Wade Supreme Court Decision that legalized abortion 
in the United States. On June 24, 2022, that decision was 
finally overturned and was a true answer to the Church’s 
prayers. This was a providential highlight of the 2022 year! 
This trip now becomes for me, a prayer of thanksgiving rather 
than a protest. I have gone to the March for Life at least 
15 times over my priesthood and I feel deeply compelled to 
make this last pilgrimage of thanksgiving before turning our 
attention to Harrisburg and petitioning our state government 
to make abortion illegal (which we will do in Sept. 2023). 
 I invite you to join me on this pilgrimage of 
thanksgiving. We will start with a Holy Hour for Life on 
Thursday, January 19th at 9:30pm in the church. Then we 
leave for DC at 10:45pm and drive through the night. We 
will attend a Mass at the Basilica of the Immaculate 
Conception at 7:30am and then eventually make our way to 
the political rally at Noon at the National Mall. Speakers at 
the rally include Jonathan Roumie (who plays Jesus in the 
Chosen and is Catholic) and Tony Dungy (a hall of fame 
former NFL football coach and strong Christian). We will then 
march to the Supreme Court to thank God and the court for 
their decision and then head back to Erie arriving around 
11pm/Midnight that night. I encourage families, individuals 
and youth to join me in this pilgrimage of thanksgiving. See 
page 9 for more info.
