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Planning a Class Mass
1. Go to usccb.org.  There is a calendar on the right hand side of that page.  Click on the day of your mass.  Print out the readings.

2. If you think the readings are too difficult or too long for your students, go to the Faith Formation Office and look in the Book of Weekday Readings Adapted for Children for an easier version.  Note: Not all of the readings are in this book, but it is worth looking at.

3. Make sure your readings have an introduction: For example: A Reading from the First Letter of Paul to the… or A Reading from the Prophet Isaiah.  If you are not sure, please ask.

4. Make sure the reading ends with “The Word of the Lord”.

5. Make copies of the readings for:

· Each reader

· Yourself

· The Mass binder

6. Examples of a call to worship can be found in the Faith Formation Office or you can make up your own.

7. Make a copy of the Liturgy planning sheet for yourself, the presider and Brian when it is complete.
8. Prayers of the Faithful- See attached guidelines.
9. Presentation of the Gifts- Choose 2 students to do this unless there is something special going on that needs more.  

10. When you have filled out everything on the Liturgy Planning sheet except the music, give it to Brian or the music teacher 1-2 weeks prior to your mass.

11.  Make sure that you choose Altar Servers for your mass.  They can be students from grades 5-8.

12. If you have any questions, please feel free to come to the Faith Formation Office and ask, we love visitors!
